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1. Recruitment by transfer
from the Kerala Fisheries

Subordinate Service

(1). Must hold a degree of BA or B.Sc in
Science of any recognised University.

Provided that persons already, in service in the
fisheries subordinate service on the date of issue
oI these rules shall not be required to possess a
University Degree.

(i1) Must have also put in at least 7 years service
in any of the categories in the Kerala Fisheries
Subordinate Service.

2. Direct recruitment
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(a) Must possess at least a second class Degree

at B.Sc (Hons), M.Sc or MA of any recognised |

University in the subject in respect of which
recruitment is necessary or a degree, diploma
or certificate in Oceanography issued by any
foreign university and approved as sufficient
qualification by Government or post graduate
Associate Diploma issued by the Central
Institute of Fisheries Education, Bombay or a
Degree of B.Tech (Fisheries) awarded by the
Calicut University, preference being given to
the candidates having B.Tech (Fisheries)
Degree of Calicut University (or Diploma in
fishery Science issued by the Central Institute of
Fisheries [Education, Bombay, or M.Sc
(Zoology) 11 Division of the Birla Institute of
Technology and Science, Pilani, Rajasthan)

(b) In the case of direct recruits, must not have
completed or will not complete 35 years of age
on the first day of july of the year in which
application for appointment are invited.

Provided that for appointment to the post of
Assistant Director of Fisheries(Research). The
Degree shall be in Zoology and for the post of
Superintendent, Fisheries Technological Station,
the degree shall be in chemistry, Bio Chemistry
or Physics

or

M.Sc(Marine Biology)awarded by the Cochin
University.

Or

M.Sc(Industrial - Fisheries) - awared by the
Cochin Unijversity

Or

BF.Sc Degree of the Kerala Agricultural

University.
