Also i is reported that practices using wained and organized women group of physical assault using
Goonda like activities are being planned as the many allegations and cases made against the Vice
Chancellor by the vested group did not yield any result in spite of the support given from unexpected
corners. 1t is pertinent 10 note that such incidents were taken place against the vVice Chancefior, A tew

cases were also filed against wim before the Women's Commission.

Under the cirgumstances, K is important that' adequate secutily is ensured to protect the lite and
property of the vice-chancellor. Hente the tollowing  directions are issued, after consulting with the

Hon'bie Vice-chancellar.

1. Restrict entrty o thé Administrative Block with tme schedule and only persons with pass may
be pérmiued The Pass shall be issued to meet a specific person/ Officer and the visitor shall
yeturn after meeting them. Loitering inside the Ad Block shall not be altowed.

7. Entry heyond collapsible gale in the second floor {VC's block) may be permitted  only after
ensuring the identity of the persons and their purpase of visit.

3. Restrict group of visitors and women visitors as far as possible to the chamber of the Vice
Chancellor,

4. The students/ parents coming with grigvances may be directed to meet the Registrar, the Controlier
at Examinations and the Pro Vice Chancellor, as far as possible and only raresl cases need be
reterred 1o the Vice Chancelior.

5. PS 1o the Vice Chancellor be directed 10 hear the individual cases where the intervention of the
Vice Chancelior is required and cafry the papers to the Vice Chanceltor 1o get orders

allowed.

2. Entry beyond collapsible gate in the second fioor (VC's block) be permitted only aiter ensuring the
identity ‘of the persons and theis purpose of visit.

3. Restrict the group of visitois and women visitars as far as possible to the chamber of the Vice
Chancellor.

4. The students! parents coming with grievances be directed to meet the Registrar, the Controller of
Examinations and the Pro Vice Chancellor, as far as possible and only rarest cases need be
refer_red to the Vice Chancelor. )

‘5. PS to the Vice Chancellor is direcied 10 hear the individual cases where the inlecvention of the Vice
Chancellor is required and carry the papers to the Vice Chancellor to get orders.

6. Install cameras at strategic points including the chamber of the Vice Chancellor to gather evidence.

7. Beel up security 1o the Vige Chanceliar's chamber, residence, place of functions, during travel etc
utilizing the internal security.

B. Police Assistance be sought from the Goverament for praviding an armed security. A leter 1o this
effect be sent to the DGP, SP and the Home Secretary.
