ACS H.Edn opined that as part of ensuring quality of functlonmg of the TBI at the
Umver51ty level, a higher level academic committee may also be included in
the regulation at the university level to consider the application of Student
Entrepreneurs for availing the benefits, subject to ratification by the academic council.

'ACS also suggested that TBIs shall be started in all Uhiversities during this academic
year itself and the required proposals for funding shall be forwarded to Government

for inclusion in the final batch of Supplementary Demands. for Grants in December
2014.
