ORDER

The Hon'ble High Court in the judgment read as 1* paper above has directed
Government to constitute an expert committee in the lines of the District
Development Committee, prescribed by the Kerala Protection of River Banks and
Regulation of Removal of Sand Act - 2001 so as to consider the question of
regulating mining of ordinary sand, in specified areas.

Government have examined the matter in detail on the basis of Kerala
Protection of River Banks and Regulation of Removal of Sand Act - 2001 and the
draft proposal furnished by Director of Mining & Geology and decided to constitute a
District Expert Committee in the line with District Development Committee as per
Kerala Protection of River Banks and regulation of removal of sand Act - 2001.

The Committee is constituted with District Collector as Chairman and
Geologist/Senior Geologist as Convenor. The committee shall consist of the
following members: '

1.A representative nominated by the Government from among the members
_ of the District Panchayath concerned.

2. The Superintendent of Police in charge of Law and order in the district
-Ex-officio. _ _

3.Two persons from among the presidents of the Grama Panchayaths in
the district to be nominated by Government.

4,Hydrogeologist of the State Ground water Department

5.0ne environmentalist associated with land protection activities to be
nominated by Government.

6.The Assistant Director of Agriculture, Department of Agriculture-Ex-officio.

Every quarrying permit for extraction of ordinary sand in specified areas shall
be subject to the recommendation of the District Expert Committee. Ordinary sand
includes naturally occurring sand and gravel used for non industriai purposes
excluding sand for which extraction is permitted under the Kerala Protection of River
Banks and Regulation of Removal of Sand Act 2001.
