S. R. O. No. 436/2015.-In exercisc of thc powers conferred by
scction 7 of the Kcrala Government Land Assignment Act, 1960
(30 of 1960), thc Government of Kcrala hereby make the following rulcs
further to amend the Kerala Land Assignment Rules, 1964, namely: -—

RuLES

1. Short title and commencement.—(1) These rules may be called
the Kerala Land Assignment (Amendment) Rules, 20135,

(2) They shall come into force at once.

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2. Amendment of the Rules—-In the Kcrala Land Assignment Rules,
1964, : '

(1) in rule 7, in sub-rule (2),—-

(i) in clause (iii) Third Preference, for the letters and figurcs
“Rs. 30,0007 the letters and figurcs “Rs. 1,00,000” shall be substituted;

(ii) in clausc (v) Fifth Preference, for the Ictters and figurcs
“Rs. 30,000 the letters and figures “Rs. 1,00,000” shall be substituted.

(2) after rule 7A, the following rule shall be insertcd, namely: - -

“IB. Assigment of land in the hilly tracts.-—-Notwithstanding
anything contained in thesc rules, where any person is in occupation of
Government lands under lease in hilly tracts specificd in the cxplanation to
sub-rulc (2) of rule 5, whether current or time expired or by way of
encroachments not considered objectionable, such land, if such occupation
complctes 10 years as on the 1st day of June, 2015, shall be assigned to
him on registry: :

Provided that the total extent of land, if any, owned or held by him in
proprietary right or with sccurity of tenure is less than the limits laid down
in sub-rule (1) of rulc 5 or the annual family income from sources other
than the Government land held by him is below Rs. 3,00,000.”

At present as per Rule 7 sub-rule (2) item (iii) and item (v), the
annual incomc limit for considering applications for Assignment of land
under the Kerala I.and Assignment Rules, 1964 is Rs. 30,000.
Government desirces to raise the amount from Rs. 30,000 to Rs. 1,00,000.

Government have reccived numerous applications for the assignment
of lands in the hilly tracts who have developed the land and cultivated and
also residing therc. Government desires to extent the bencfit of assignment
to such occupants by fixing thc period of occupation and cnhancing the
income limit from Rs. 1,00,000 to Rs. 3,00,000 in hilly tracts.

and thereby enhanced the annual income limit for the applicants under the
