These batch of Writ Petitions are filed with a prayer to
direct the Government to create posts of menial workers,

Secondary Schools. Even though the petitioners have been

appointed in terms of Rute 3 of Chapter XXAU of the K.E.R,

still they are not getting sa\!'fsry due to non-sanctioning of the

posts. It is submitted that there are 1449 Higher Secondary
Schools throughout the ctate. Therefore, it is not an

individual case to direct the Government to create posts

within a specified time. This is a matter of poiicy decision to

be taken by the State Government and the Cabinet, as the

financial impligation on the SHtate Ggwt is very high. It

e et s .

is submitted that the Management of the schools are not

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paylng any amount to the menial w‘orkers even though ’they
are given appointments, in anticipation of sanction of posts.

Menial workers are also expecting sanction of posts by the

‘Government, This Court in a judgment reported in Shaji v.

Ramachandran (2003(2) KLT 814) held that separate
sanction of posts is not necessary when appointments are
allowed as per the\ relevant rules and orders. Petitione{;s in
these cases hail fro\m the lower strata of the society. They
are very>ambitious to get an employment té support their
families Wwith their income. They are workiné as part time,

workers in the schools and appointment-= will be in

anticipation of sanction of the vacancy. These appointments

are also within the staff fixation made by the competent

authority under the Education Act and Rules.
