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The representatives of the tribes had also participated in the meeting.

At the outset the Hon'ble Minister (Revenue) welcomed the participants and
stated that the issue regarding the alienated tribal land at Attappady has to be settled
and for that the Government is considering a compensation package. The District
Collector, Palakkad had submitted a paper for consideration outlining a draft
compensation package. This package contained several options in terms of providing
compensation for tribal lands, revenue sharing with the Suzlon Energies Pvt. Limited,
giving alternative land to the tribes, providing common amenities, other development

initiatives, etc.




The District Collector, Palakkad will identify the actual extent of land alienated
by the Adivasis in Kottathara Village and the number of people who will be affected
by the windmills and report to Govemmeni within 3 months.

In conclusion the Hon'ble Chief Minister stated that no land of the Adivasis
will be permitted to be alienated and that the burden of proving valid titles to their
lands rests with the Suzlon Energies Private Limited and that the land alienated will
be given back to the tribes as per law, giving them (tribes) the benefits of doubt.
