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CHAPTER 1V

FREVENTION OF UNAUTHORISED OCCUPATION OF HIGHWAY
AND REMOVAIL OF ENCROACHMENTS

12. Highway deemed to be Government properiy.- Notwilhstanding anything
conlzined in any other law for the time being in force all lands forming part of a
highway which has not already been vested in the Government shall, for the purpose
of this chapter, be deemed to be Government property.

13. Prevention of unauthorised occupation of highway - No person shall
occupy or continee o occupy any highway or part of a highway for purposes other
than traffic or do any act which involves any of the activities mentioned in clause (f}
of section 2.

COOHOOOOOOOY V1Y Powerio give direction 1o take certain measures -

{1) Notwithstanding anything contained in any other law for ihe time being in force,
where the highway authority is satisfied that any act which involves any of the
yctivities mentioned in clause (fy of section 2 or sub-section (1) of section 19 done by
any person before thecommencemeni of this Act has caused or 1s likely to cause
accumulation of water in the highway or obstruction to the free flow of any water
course or other dumage to the highway, the said authority may direct such person in
writing (o take such measures as may be necessary 10 remove any obstruction or o
provide for free flow of water.

(2) Any person who bas been issued a direction nnder sub-section (1) shall
comply with it within fifteen days from the date of its receipt and such person, if fails
to comply with the direction, shall be deemed to have contravened the provisions of
section 13 or section 14, as the case may be.



15. Removal of encroachment.- (1) Where, as a result of the annual check of
lughway boundaries made under scction 11 or otherwise, the mghway aunthority is
safisfied that an encroachment has taken place on the highway under its jurisdiction, it
shall serve a notice on the person responsible for the encroachment o remove the
encroachment within such time as may be specified in the notice and if the person
fails to comply with the notice the highway anthority or the officer avthorized by it in
this behalf shall cause the encroachment to be removed, with the assistance of police,
if required.

(2) Whenever an encroachment is made for the purpose of exposing
arlicles for sale or for opening temporary booth for vending or publicity or for other
like purposes, the highway authority shail with the help of police, if necessary, have
such encroachment summarily removed.

16. Recovery of cost of removal of encroachment.- Whenever a highway
authority or the officer anthorized by 1t remove any encroachment or carry out any
protective work in respect of such encroachment, the actual expenditure incurred for
such removal or protective work together with {ifteen per cent of such amount as
overhead charges, shall be recovered from the person responsible for the
encroachment, in the manner as may be prescribed.
