Government have reviewed the question of extending clinical training of students
of private Nursing Schools and Nursing Colleges in Government Hospitals and decided
not to extent such facilities to new private Nursing Schools with effect from 01.06.2007
and to continue the facility for a period of six months to private Nursing Colleges
availing the facility at present and orders were issued accordingly as per the G.Os. read
as Ist and 2nd paper above. In the orders, it was also specified that a High Level
Commirttee will be constituted to study the matter and to submit their recommendations.
In the G.O. read as 4th paper above, a High Level Comrmirtee has been constituted for the
purpose. The Director of Health Services in his letter read as 5th paper above has

forwarded the recommendations of the High Level Committee. The Registrar, Kera]a

ORDER

In the Government Order read above, guidelines had been issued regarding Clinical
Experience and Community Training conducted in Government Hospitals for Nursing students
of Private Institutions. The District Medical Officers (Health), Kozhikode and Thrissur in their
letters read as paper (2) and (3) above respectively. had requested that clarification may be issued
in the Government orderread above, regarding fees.

2. Government have examined the matter in detail and order as follows :

(i) The fee fixed as Rs. 2000/- ( Rupees Two Thousand only ) for B.Sc.
Nursing Course for Clinical Training in Government Hospitals as per the
Government Order read above is revised as Rs. 1.000/- { Rupees One
Thousand only ) per student, per year, from the academic vear 2007 —
2008 onwards on the condition that the total fees payable for the tour year
B.Sc (Nursing) Course will be Rs. 4000/- per student, from the academic
year 2007 - 2008 onwards.

(i1)  As regards the admission fee of Rs. 100/- per student, the same will be
remitted under the Head of Account 0210 - 03 - 105,

(iii) The first item under "General Instructions" attached as Annexure 1T to the
Government Order read above 1s modified as "All Nursing Colleges &
Schools ( both in Private and Cooperative sector ), recognized by KNMC
shall be permitted for practical training in all subjects”

(iv)  Practical Training in Government Hospitals shall be provided only to
GNM and B.Sc. Nursing students of those Private Institutions who have
executed and implemented the agreement with Government regarding
admission from the Common Entrance Examination conducted by
Government and fees as agreed with Government.
