A press report has come to the notice of State Goveremment alleging that there
is a move by the Tamil Nadu and Karnataka State Governments to bifurcate the
Thiruvaranthapuram and Palakkad Raitway divisions in Kerala and to create Nagercoil
and Mangalore Railway Divisions for those States respectively.
