“At the outset {et me extend YOU greetings of the sleason'.

The former Managing Director of DMRC, Sn’.E.Sreedharan is now retired ang
settled in Kerala. He is also the Principal Advisor to DMRC as per a letter
issued by Sri.Mangu Singh, current MD, DMRC for certain projects. Based on

this letter ex-Chief of DMRC has been representing to the State Government

that DMRC is in a position to take up the normal project works of the State

Government if given to DMRC OGN nomination/turnkey basis without going
through the process of market discovery and open‘ tender. The ex-Chief and
currently Principal Advisor r;as even offered to téke up relatively simpie bridge
projects claifning that the entire DMRC machinéry and resources are behind
him. As far as we understand there are only a few retired engineers of DMRC
available in Kerala. We would be in a better position to understand and tafie a
deci'sion on the ex-Chief's proposals if the following points are clarified from
_your side. The points we need clarification are‘disi:ussed below.

1. Whether the retired Managing Director and Principal Advisor of DMRC
Sri.E.Sreedharan s authorised by the Chairman/ Board of Directors (BoD) of
DMRC to téke_ up works on behalf of DMRC and commiit its resources.

2. Whether the Principal Advisor of OMRC has' been given powers of
Chairman/Board of Directors/Mana'ging Director to commit DMRC contractually
with the agencies of Government of Kerala.

3. Whether the works proposed to be taken up by the ex-Chief and Principal
Advisor, DMRC such as Kochi Metro Rail, Mono Rail projects, bridge projects etc
have the support of the curtent BoD of DMRC.
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4, Whether present BoD of DMRC is willing to commit finance as well as
manpower resources for projects undertaken in Kerala.

Since the Secretary, Urban Development is also the Chairman of DMRC we
believe that if the above points are clarified, then it would help us in clearing a
lot of grey areas and facilitate easier and mature decision making.
