After the vehicle is stopped, the driver shall not be required to get down

from the vehicle, unless such action is necessary to detain him or anest him

in connection with an offence.

No driver will be asked to get down from the driver! seat and come with

records to an officer who is sitting far away from the vehicle under check'

As far as possible, oflly those vehicles which are seen to be vjolating any law

should b€ stopped: that is to say, the detection of the offence should

preferdbly be by observing the vehide and driver in motion and not by

checfing ttre records after getting the vehicle stopped to examine whether

there is any violation.

Violations relating to helmet wearing should be regularly and continuously

done in every district at preannounced and well-earmarked fixed points'

The Doints should be specially chosen and located at different places to

cover all nEjor routes, The objective ls not to catch people by surprise' but

to educate p€ople in safety habits by proper enforcement' Enforcement must

serve this larger purpose also. Pre announced and fixed check points with

proper ma*lngs wiil motivate higher rate of compliance than random

unannounced Surprise checking.

No Two-wheeler rider should be pursued in a "hot chase" for "bookjng" him

for not wearing a helmet.
