The scale of pay of the said post is 8500-13210 and other admissible allowances

The Principal chief Conservator of Forests (Wildlife) and Chief Wildlife

Warden has also reiterated that the post of Tribal Watchers are to be equated with

that of Reserve Watchers of the Forest Department.
