ORDER

In the wake of spurt in man animal conflicts leading to increasing
incidences of loss of human life, injury to human being, permanent
incapacitation, loss of crops, cattle etc there is fact need to resist and
scrutinize the existing rates of compensation being given to victims of
attack by wild animals, for upward revision. An assurance in this
regard has also been given by Hon'ble Minister (Forests, Sports &
Cinema) in the Legislative Assembly. Accordingly, the Principal Chief
Conservator of Forests (Wild Life) & Chief Wildlife Warden vide his
letter read as 7™ paper above has proposed for amendments to the Rules
3(a) (2), 3(a) (3), 3(a) (4) and 4 (g) of the “Kerala Rules for compensation
to victims of Attack by Wild animals, 1980” in order to effect
enhancement of the existing rate of compensation.
