Tenderer can quote their rate for carrying out maintenance for
the first 5 years after the work is completed. The maintenance
amount can be added to the quoted rates. The Chief Engineer
will include an item in the tender schedule for this purpose.
Damages due to natural calamities will not be the liability of the
contractor. The concerned District Collector will define a
natural calamity.

All rates for works due to natural calamities shall be a
percentage above or below S0R applicable at that time.

5% of security deposit will be released only after the expiry of
the maintenance period. A bank guarantee from a scheduled
bank will be acceptable for this purpose.

There will be a time limit for attending to the routine
maintenance failing which appropriate penalty will be imposed.
