REPORT

This Repon deals with rhe Action Taken by the Govemment on the
recommendations contained in the 93rd Report of the Committee on public

Accounts (200+2006).

The 93rd Report of the Committee on Public Accounts (2004-2006) was
presented to the House on 14th February 2006. The Reptrt contained

12 recommendations rclating to Water Resources department. Government was

addressed on 18th October 2006 to furnish the statement of Aaion Taken on the
redommendations contained in the Report and the final rcply was received on
llth March. 2014.

The Committee examined the statements of action taken at its meetings held
on 0l-08-2007, l&0&20r0, lll0-2010, ll-ll-2010, l5-0i2012 and 2UOU2014
The committee was not satisfied with fhe Action Taken by the Department on the
Recommendations co ained in para Nos. ? & 8 and decided to pursue furthdr.
With regard to para Nos. 4l to 46, the Committee conducted a field visit to the
.CADA Project axea on 01-09-2007 and made cenain remarks on the hoject
activities.

The recommendations, reply furnished there on and further recommendations

of th€ Committee are included in Chapter I of this Report.

Moieover the Committee decided not to pursue further actions on the
remaining recommendations in the light of the replies furnished by Govemment.
Such recommendations and Govemment replies are incorporated in Chapter II of
this Report.

CHAPTER I

WATER RESOURCES DEPARTMENT

RecoEEcDdation

(SL No. .t, Para No. 7)

1,1 The Committee points out the serious lapse on the part of the depadment
which had let the contractor to escape the contractual obligations even though he

had failed to completo th€ work. The officers of the depanment had no gualms in

t25l12018.



awarding the work in re:tender to the same contractor who had not fulfilled his
earlier contractual obligation. The Commifiee feels that the depdrtment should
have lermimted the work at the risk and cost of the contractor.

. Action TrLo!
1.2 The original work was terminated without risk and cost bas€d on the

decision taken in the High level Commiftee meeting held on 22nd and 23rd April
1991 vide G.O.(RI.) No. 71991 letter dat€d O7-OOtSqt. The balance work was
re-tendered in U92. But before issuing the selection notice to the selected
contractor Shri K. N. Sathyapalan, the Hon'ble Sub Court ordered an injunction in
a case filed by Dr. Raju Mathew restraining the department to proceed funher.
The sel€cted contractor expressed his reluctance to extend the firm period when
requested for the 2nd time and hence tlie tender was cancelled. So the work was
retendered and Dr. Raju Mathew and other two tenderers panicipated in the
icnder. Being'the lowest and the contractor not disqualified or blacklisre4 the
work was awafded to the same contractor as per the deparunental norms and to
avoid furrher litigations.

Further Rosommoldation

1.3 The Commiftee s0ongly recommends ro iniriate Civil proceedings

against the officers rcsponsible for the loss sustained to Government in the work
relatcd !o Chimonf Dam and also to recover the amount after fixing responsibility.

Rccommcndatiol

(SL No, 2, para No. 8)

1.4 The CommiEee desires to know the present position of the Vigilance
enquiry being conddcted into the alleged inegularities.

Actiol Takon

1.5 After completing investigation in Vigilance Case No. lUgTlTSR relating
to the irregularities in the construction of Chimony Dam, charge sheet was filed
before the Court of the Enquiry Commissioner and.special Judge, Thrissur on
.0&0zl-2002 viz., CC No. 1y2002. There were 13 agcused in the charge sheet and
the offence charged was that thd accused misappnrpriated Rs. 63,79,372being the
value of 54315 bags of cement and Rs. 10,4&357 being the value of 70.0b2 Kgs.
of Steel. Dr. Raju Mathew, contractor is Accused 8 in the charge sheet.



. Meanwhile Shri Lonappan Nambadan, formerly MLA in lhe petitions

submitted and in the OP No. 27936102 filed before'the High Court, raised many

other allegations including (1) procedural malPractices adopted in different nature

of works and aryarding of the works to a pafticular contractor (2) loss of

one crore of rupees in making false records relaed to additional drilling and

grouting i3) comrption in the.work of stock-yard. (4) rnisappropriation.of two

crores of rupees on account of soil removed from the river etc. During the course

of investigation into the above counts of allegations, the Enquiry Commissioner

.and Special Judge, Tkissur Suo-moto initiated CMP No. 262V02 taking

cognizance of allegations raised in the construction of Chimony Dam. ln order to

assess the prima facie aspects rcgarding truthfulness or otherwise of the alleged

inegularities, the Court ordered inspection of the Dam site by an exp€n team

consisting of the Civil Engineer Vigilance & Anti-comrption Bureau, Professor

rind Itead of Civil Engineering, Government Engineering College, Thrissur and

Head of the Department bf Civit Engineering' Maharajas. Technical Institut€,

Thrissur, The Expe( Committee on 17-12-20O2 recommended non-destructive

tests of nine items of work for aisessing the strength, cemetrt conlcnt and

reinforcement detail of beams, slbbs etc. On 19-012002 the Court of the Enquiry

Comrnissioner and Special Judge, Thrissur addressed the Director, Structural

Engineering Rescarch Centre, Chennai 'for making arrangements to conduct the

tests. Based on the administrative sanction accorded vide G'O.(RI.)

No. 47l20wig. dated 0102-2005, and expenditure sanction vide G.O.(RI.)

No. 31U200AVig. dated 09-12-2005 the non-destructive lesls wele conducted by

lvvs Structural Engineering Research Centse, Chennai by collecting samples from

the locatiol pointed out by the Expefi Committee from 2+04-2006 to ZG0+?OO6

dnd furnished their technical rePort in August 2006. After analyzing the terhnical

rcport aI various levels the funher investigation ordered by the court has been

completed and Facnal Report is under preparation.

The Committetj urges the department fo adopt strict measures to adheni to the
prescribed time limit set for furnishing replies to Audit paras and to submit a

detailed report of Action Taken in this regard.

2.2 lnstruction has been issued to the Administrator, CADA to pursue

timely action on the Audit Paras so as to avoid undue delay in furnishing replies
in futurc.

2.3 The Committee recommended to take disciplinary action against the
officers responsible fcir the undue delay in furnishing replie

2.4 On verification of the old files, it is observed that timely actions were

taken for preparing reply on the Recommendations of the pAC (Staiement

showing the calendar of action taken is appended). Regarding further
recommendations of the PAC, the officers responsible ior the unduc delay in
furnishing replies to the PAC recommendations had aheady been rctired from
service years back. Disciplinary action could not.b initiated against them as



recommended by the PAC for the lapse on their part in the matter before their

rctircment. Now after a period of about t7 years' it is practically very difricult to

take disciplinary action against them for the delay in fumishing timely reply to

PAC recommendations. Hence, consider:ing the above facts' further

reiommendations made by the PAC regarding disciplinary action against Uie

officers responsible for the delay in fumishing timely reply ro PAC

recommendations may please be dropped

Chioi Engineer (I&A) and the Gover hent to arive at a concret reply to the

audit repofi. A calendar of correspondences in this regard in a chronological

order, including the hetails of inspection rePort, has been annexed herewith as

r€quired.

The Committee desircs to get the details of
financial assistance received and the actual expenditure incurred during the

2.8 Details of financial assistance received and acbral expenditure incurred
for the period from lggl-92 to 1997-9g is enclosed as Annexure I.

2.9 The Committee emphasized the need for preparing quarterly statement
of receipts and expenditure and release of fund based on the same but decided not
to pursue further as the functioning of CADA had been dissolved as Der

2.10 The Committce was informed that CADA activities (on Field
Development Works) were started in some projects without preparing project
Reports. The Committ€€ was also informed that detailed project report on eacb
project would be prepared on completion of project to serve as permanent record.
The Committee desires to know the details of the projects in which such Reports
were prepared.

2.11 The project Repo{ts have not be€n. fin;lized. The projecr Reports on
all the 12 completed projects as and when prepared shall be fumished to the
Committee.

2.12 The Committee vehemently criticises the dePartment for undertaking

the activities without preparing the Project RePort' The Committee views this as a

serious lapse and recommends to take disciplinary action against the officers

concerned.

The Committee also notes that the
maintenance of canals is being done by krigation DeparEnent on which the
GADA has no contror. owing to poor maina,enance of canars, tt

often does not rcach to the field channels. Therefore, the Committee urges the
water Resources Deparhnent to introduce some permanent mechanism for the
timely maintenance of canals.

Actiol Takcn Strtement

2.15 Ttrere is a permanent mechanism for the periodical marn@naRce of
canals of all projects where waEr distribution is done. Budger a[ocation under
Non-plan is made for all the completed projects for tt i. pu.po.". V"arty
marntenance of all canals are done using this allocation after prepanng action plan
for the purpose and approved by Chief Engineer. All maintenance are complet€d
before starting the water distribution.

RecoDmcndatiotr

(SL No. 7, pan No. 4l)

2.16 The Committee norcs rhat the BFAs (Beneficiary Farmers Associations)
are supposed to be the backbones of the CADA activities. But most of lhe BFAS
formed later became dormant due to one or other reasons. The Committe€ f€els
that a concerted effort is needed to reyive such societies. The financial suppon
earma*ed for the BFAs is also very meagre. Therefore, the Committee
regommends that an effort should be made to revive lhe BFAS. The help of other
agencrl like Agriculture Department (Agricultural Officers) and the parchayals
may also be sought in the revival

2.18 The Committee not€s that in tlre CADA activities various types of

training programmes such as hitf day tralning' one day training, one day camp for

farm leaders, raining for farm labourers, training tour to neigbowing states etc',

are envisaged. But farmers panicipation in the above training progiammes are

very minimal. Therefore, the Committ€e urg€s that an evaluation of the taining

. programmes should be made and if any shortcomings are foun4 that should be'

rectified. The Committee suggest thal the question of giving some incentives like

one day wage for faim labouren etc., should also be considered to make the

Programmes more attractive.

2.23 The Commitlee notes that in CADA programmes there are provisions

for adaptive trigls with the objectivc of nying the adaptability of advanced

technologies in agriculture developed by the tJnivenities and the Reseaich

Institutes and also to chalk out new cropping and irrigation pattern i[ each proj€ct.

The Cornmitti:e emphasises the need to promote such adaptive trials. Through

these trials the department can also watch the adaptability of a new technology or

a new breed. A promising iechnology or breed should be given maximum promof,ion

and while doing so it should be ensured that the farmers are gening better results.

' Actior Tstetr

2.74 While formulating adaptive trials for implementation in thc proj€ct

areas tlte newer technologies evolved at the various Research Stations of Kerala
'Agriculnral University are selected. Thus it includes experimentation of high

yielding improved varieties of various crops, different agronomical practices novel

technologies adopted in plant prot€ction, lrrigation Managcment etc., in the

farmers fields. In accordance. with the guidelines on adaptive trials for attracting

the fariners to the new schemes and for involving the farmen to adopt the

technology, incentives are provided in lhe form of cost of treatment which form

part of the total expenditure. Timely and proper dvice and guidance is also

extended by the field ofhcials of CADA io the practicing faqners to get better rcsults.

RecomDctdatio!

(St. No. 11, Pan No. 4t
2.25 The Committee notes that there is permanent mechanism in the CADA

establishment to monitdr, to study and to evaluate the various actii,ities caried out

by them. Further, reports about projects and the details of performance of each

projects are available in the department. The Committee desircs !o get the details

of study und€rtaken by CADA on paddy and vegetable cultivation and also on

standing crop like coconut.

Actiol Taken

2.26 A tot^l of 4s.evalualion repofis have been published by the CADA
Evaluition Wing as on 3l-012006. The .A,nnual Reports on yield Estimation
survey oir Paddy has been published for the years 1986g7 to 200!04. Beins a
Percnnial crop, study repolt on coconut is published for a period of t"n y"-*,
together, A repon on principal crops including coconut has been published fOr the
years t98486 b.1?94-95 in the year of 199?. No study on vegetable cultivation
is conducted by Evaluation Wing due to lack of field staff.

Rccomneldation

. (St. No. IZ para No. 46)

2.27 The Committee notes that the project reports for ,Recalmation of water
logged arcas in irrigation command-s', submitted to the Govemment of Ildia was
approved. The Comminee desires to know whether the scheme has been
implemented and if implemen@d, r.he dehils of the amount so far invested and the
progress achieved in each project may be intimated to tbe Committee.

Actioa Takcn

2.28 The Schemes have been implemented. The details of amount so iar
invested and the progress achieved on each project are athched as annexure
(Annexure IV).

2.29 Subsequent to the consideration of Action Taken Statemenrs on paras
41 to 46 the Committee conducted a field visit on the CADA proJect area and
made certain observaions as follows:

(a) All crops including Commercial Crops had to be covered under CADA
project as Kerala follows a mixed cropping pattern.

.. O)Th: renair and maintenance of the field Canals in project areas had to be
oscussed with the Beneficiaries, Local. Bbdies and Engheers so that technical
aspects also may be looked into.

(c) Participation of the beneficiaries and Local Bodies had to be ensumed
while preparing the projecr Reports.
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(d) The Project Management Committee had to be strengthened rvith the

Participation from the Local Bodies, Agricultural Department Beneficiaries,

MLA and MP.and this Committee could monitor the project activiti€s and isiue

neressary guidetines required for the effective implementation of the proj€ct

activities.
