symbols and figures "who arc appoinrcd before lst day of April' 2013 shall

take effect from the aftemoon of the last day of the month in which he

anains the age of 56 years and those who ar€ appointcd on or aft€r lst day
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of April, 2013 and who is a member of National pension System shall rake
effect from the aftemoon of the last day of the month in which he attarns the ase
of 60 yean or as the case may be, decided by the Govemmenr from time io
time" shall be substituted.

STATEMENT OF OBJECTS AND REASONS

As per the Kerala High Court Services (Defemrination of Retirem€nt Age) Act,
2008 (34 of 2008), the compulsory retirement age of an employee
of the High Court shall take efTect from the aft€moon of the last day of the
montb in which he attains the age of 55 years. As per G. O. (p) No. lTUZOlztFin.
dated 22-T2012 and G. O. (p) No. 469/2014./Fin. dated 3l-10-2014, the age
of retir€ment of Government Employees who entered into the service before
lEt day of April, 2013 anp those enter'd inlo rhe service on or after rhe lsi day of
April, 2013 has been fixcd as 56 and 60 years respectively. In order to keep patity
betwccn the r€tircment age of High Court employe€s"with the state governmenr
employces, it has been dccidcd to amcnd section 2 of the Kerala Hjgh Coun
Servic€s (Determination of Rerirement Age) Act, 200g.

The Bill is intended to achieve thc above objects.

FINANCIAL MEMORANDUM
Clause 2 of the Bill intinds to amend the Kerala High Court Services
(Determination of Retiremenl Age) Act, 200g to keep parity between the
reurement age of High Court employees with the state govemment employees.
This involves expenditure from the Consolidated Fund of the State and the actual
expenditure that may have to be incurred on this account cannot be estimated ar
this stage due to its recurring naturc and variation from year to year.
