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EXTRACT FROM THE RELEVANT PORTIONS OF TIjE THIRUPPUVAMM
PAYMENT (ABOLITION) ACI, 1969 (I9 OF 1969)

ll. Detemination oI ahnuity and compens4l'o,. -( I ) 'rhc compcnsation
officcr shall, by order in writinS, deiermine in rcspect of.ach Thiruppuholder the

annuity payable undcr section 4 or, as the case may be, thc compensation
payable under s€ction 6.

(2) Any Thiruppuholder or othcr person intercsted may, whhin such timc
as may be prcscribcd or such furthcr time as the compensalion ofiicer may, in
his discretion, allow. apply in writing 10 that ofliccr lbr a copy of the data on
the basis of which he proposes to determine thc annuity or compensalion
payablc.

(3) On receipl of an application undcr sub'scction (2), the compensation

omccr shall fumish thc data albresaid to lhc applicant, and hc shall also. befote
passing any order under sub-se€tion (l), give lhe applicant a rcasonable
opponunity of makinS his representalion in r€8ard therelo. in writing or orally.

(4) A copy of every order passcd undc. sub-section (l) shall be
communicated lo !he Thiruppuholder and to every applicant under
sub"section (2).
