Preamble.-Wuxpsts, it is expedient further to amend 0re Kerala Advocates,
Welfare Fund Act, I 980 for the purposes hereinafter appearing;

BE it enacted in the sixty-eighth year ofthe Republic oflndia as fonows:_
l. Short title and commencetnenf.{l) This Act may be callecl the KeralaAdvocates' Welfare Fund (SecondAm€ndment)Act, 2017.

(2) It shall come into force at once.

2. Amendment of section 4_In section 4 of the Kerala Advocates, Welfare
Fund Act, 1980 (Act 2l of l9g0), after clause (d) of sub_section (:), te folowing
proviso shall be inserted, namely:_

"Provided that in the absence ofan elected State Bar Council in office, the State
Govemment shall nominate three advocates, having not less than fifteen years of
practice at bar and such members shall hold office for a term of four years or till the
members nominated by the elected State Bar Council assume charge, whichever is
caruer- '-

STATEMENT OF OBJECTS AND REASONS

As per section 4 ofthe Kerala Advocates, Welfare Fund Act, l9g0 (Act 2l of
1980) Gov€mment may, by notification in Gazette establish a Committe€ to be called
the KeralaAdvocates,Welfare Fund Trustee Committee. Sub-section (3) ofsection 4of the Act provides for the structure of the Committee. As per clause 1d) of
sub-section (3) ofsection 4 ofthe Act, the Comrnittee shall consist of th€e memb€rs
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oftheBarcouncilnominatedbyit.ButthereisnoprovisionintheActregarding
nomination ofsuch memben in the Committee in the absence ofan elect€d State Bar

Council. In the above cucumstance Govemment have decided to amend clause (d) of

sub-section (3) of section 4 of the Kerala Advocates' Welfare Fund Act' 1980 by

incorporating provisions for nominating tfuee advocates, who have not less than

fift"* y"uo-oipr""tice at bar and they shal hold office for a term offour years or till
the members nominated by the elected State Bar Council assume charge, whichever

is earlier.

The Bill seeks to achieve the above object.
