The Assembly met at 8.30 a.m. with Mr, Speaker in the Chair.
Questions :

Three questions in the list of questions posted for the day were answered
orally,

(The Members belonging to the opposition except Kerala Congress (M)
boycotied the question hour as their demand to consider notice for adjournment
motion, suspending Question Hour, was not conceded.

Adjourament Motion:

After heaning the Chief Minister, the Speaker withheld consent to the
moving of an adjournment motion given notice of by Shri N. Samsudheen and two
other Members regarding the serious sitnation reported to have arisen consequent
on the murder of Madhu, a Tribal Youth in Attapadi and Safeer, a Youth League
worker and the failure to nab the culprits who were involved in it.

In protest against the attitude of the Government in this matter the Members
belonging to Kerala Congress (M) and B.J.P. staged a walk out.

The Members belonging to Indian National Congress, Indian Union Muslim
League and Kerala Congress (J) moved into the well of the House raising slogans
and tried to obstruct the proceedings of the House.

Calling Attention:

Shri K. J. Maxy called the attention of the Minister for Ports, Museums
and Archaelogy to the difficulties being faced by the labourers of
Kochi Port, which experiences financial crisis. The Minister laid a
statement in this regard,
