Adjournment Motion:

After hearing the Chief Minister, the Speaker withheld consent o the moving
of an adjournment motion given notice of by Shri K. Muraleedhran and two other
Members regarding the apprehension among the people that had arisen
consequent to the withdrawal of the DMRC from the Light Metro Project
implementation due to the reported disinterest of the State Government.

In protest against the attitude of the Government in this matter the Members
belonging to the opposition except Kerala Congress (M) staged a walk out.

(1) Shri K. V. Abdul Khader called the attention of the Chief Minister to the
necessity to make more effective the rehabilitation schemes for
Non-Resident Keralites, in the light of the todigenisation drive in Middle
East Countries. The Chief Minister made a statement thereto.
