After hearing the Minister for tHealth and Social Justice the Speaker
withheld consent to the moving of an adjournment motion, given notice of by
Shri V. S. Sivakumar and two other members, regarding the reported difficultics
being experienced by the siudents who get admission in merit seats of self
financing Medicat Colleges in the State and their parents due to the enhanced
fees rate conscquent on the recent agreement between the Government and the
self financing college management.

As a mark of protest against the attitude of the Government, Mcmbers
belonging to Kcrala Congress(M) staged a walkout, The other members
belonging to the opposition tricd to disrupt the proceedings of the Housc. As it
was difficult to carry on the busincss of the House, the Speaker temporarily
adjourned the Touse at 10.15 a.n.

(1) Shri Kadakampally Surendran, Minister for Electricity and Devaswom

introduced the Kerala Devaswom Recruitment Board (Amendment) Bill,
2016 and moved that the Bill be referred to Subject Committee.
Shri M. Ummer and Shri V. D.Sathecsan raised objection against the
inmtroduction of the Bill. After the reply of the Minister for Electricity and
Devaswom, the Speaker ruled that the objections raisced were not
sustainable, Shri Thiruvanchoor Radhakrishnan moved the amendment that
the Bill be circulated for eliciting public opinion and Smt. P. Aisha Potty
moved the amendment that the Bill be referred to a Select Commiktee.
After the discussion and reply by the Minister for Electricity and
Devaswom the amendments moved were withdrawn by the lcave of the
House. The Motion was passcd. Then the Bill was referred to the
Subject Committee I1-Land Revenue and Devaswom.

Dr. T. M. Thomas Isaac, Minister for Finance and Coir introduced the
Kerala Infrastructure Investment Fund (Amendment) Bill, 2016 and moved
that the Bill be referred to the Subject Commitice. Shri K. M. Mani and
Shri V. ID. Satheesan raised objcction against the introduction of the Bill.
After hearing the Minister for Finance and Coir, the Speaker ruled that the
objections raised were not sustainable. Dr. M. K.Muncer moved a motion
to disapprove The Kerala Infrastructure Investment IF'und ( Amendment)
Ordinance, 2016 and spoke. Shri V. D.Sathecsan, as authorised by
Shri V. P. Sajeendran, scconded the motion and spoke. Shri Chittayam
Gopakumar moved the amendment that the Bill be circulated for eliciting
public opinion and Shri John Fernandez moved the amendment that the »
ill be referred to 2 Select Committee. After discussion and reply by the
Minister for Finance and Coir, the disapproval motion was put to vote and
declared lost and amendments moved were withdrawn by the lcave of the
House. Then the Motion was passed and the Bill was referred to Subjeci
Committec VIII-Economic Affairs.
