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Guidelines for selection of beneficiaries for ‘Housing for
All' scheme

The government of Kerala had announced a universal housing
scheme to construct 1.72lakh houses in 2015-16 budget. 50% of
additional sales tax of RS 1/- litre of petrol and diesel has been levied for
funding the above scheme.

As per GO (M.S) 06/2016/Housing dated 01/02/2016, Government of
Kerala accorded sanction for construction of about 75000 houses for the
landless BPL category, 75000 houses for those who owned land under BPL
category by giving interest subsidy for the house loans and 22,000 houses
to the poorest of the poor- one in each ward of local bodies under the
Housing for all-State Scheme.

In the first phase, it is proposed to construct 7000 houses at Rs.3.6
lakhs/ unit as beneficiary led construction. The first phase would be
implemented through the Housing Board. Out of 3.6lakhs, 3.25 lakhs
would be given as State Grant, 23000 would be sourced from MNREGA
and 12000 from Swatch Bharat Mission. The Housing Board would enter
into individual agreements with the beneficiaries and the amount would
be disbursed in phases after stage verification process.

The Govt have decided that the Phase 1 would include the
following three categories of Beneficiaries:

1.) Owners/ eligible occupants of Dilapidated/fully damaged
Laksham Veedu Houses that need full reconstruction (not partial
repair)- First priority

2.) JSP applicants for houses having own land -50% of remaining
houses (if any)

3.) Zero Landless Beneficiaries-50% of remaining houses (if any)

The Phase 1 would include only BPL families with clear land title.
For Laksham Veedu, BPL+ clear possession would be enough. BPL
certificate to be produced from Panchayats and title and
possession to be certified (upon field verification) by the Village
Officers.
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Selection of Laksham Veedu Beneficiaries

1.) All Panchayat Secretaries to do a field study and collect the list of
completely/fully dilapidated houses in Laksham Veedu Colonies which
have not been renovated/repaired in past 10 years under any
Centre/State/Panchayat Schemes. The field study shall be conducted on
25", 26™ and 27" february and data to be entered in Sulekha software
and list to be transmitted to Deputy Director, Panchayats by 3pm on 27"
February 2016. The list of beneficiary shall be serially numbered with
details of name of the family head, name of the senior most women,
Aadhar no, BPL no, house no, colony name if any, Panchayat etc.(need to

fill up columns in Sulekha. Shall contact IKM coordinator of the District in
case of doubts). '

2. The DDP shall submit the consolidated list with continuous serial
number with the help of IKM coordinator and send the same to the District
Collector by 5pm on 27" February 2016. Each beneficiary should have a
unique serial number.

3.) The District Collector shall do a random selection from the
consolidated Master List (shall select 20% excess) using NIC/IKM software.
Prior arrangements may be made for the same.The selection shall be
done in front of People’s representatives on 29" February 2016.

4.)Notices shall be immediately sent (on the same day) to selected
beneficiaries to attend a camp in the Collectorate on 3 March 2016 to fill
up the application form and to submit requisite documents . The notice
may just say that there is a new scheme for housing and that she may
apply if in person or through authorised agent if so desires, in the housing
camp to be conducted in the collectorate on 3 March 2016. Copy of
application form and authorization letter (for applicants who are incapable
of attending the camp on 3 March) may be enclosed with the letter. The
notices shall be sent through the concerned Village Officers, who shall
start the field verification simultaneously. The applicants shall bring two
photographs of the female head of the family, Aadhar card number of the
female head, Bank account details if any, BPL certificate, Land title
(pattayam/possession certificate by VO). |

5. Village officers shall submit their field verification reports on individual
beneficiaries by 2" March 2016.

6.) During the Housing Camp day on 3 March, proper arrangements shall
be made to collect the signed application forms and requisite documents.
Enough counters should be there to avoid rush. An application form for
getting house allotted under the scheme may be got signed by the
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beneficiary. Incase a beneficiary is laid up, another person with an
authorization letter may produce the documents on her behalf.

7..) Based on the verification of application forms, documents and reports
of Village officer, a final list of eligible beneficiaries shall be made and
transmitted to the govt (Housing Commissioner's Office) by March 5t

Selection of JSP Beneficiaries

1. The District Collector shall prepare the Master list of JSP applicants for
house (they should be owning atleast 2 cents of land). Only BPL
beneficiaries shall be included in the list. If data as to whether BPL/APL
not available, then prepare a general list but at the time of final selection,
only BPL beneficiaries are to be selected.

2. The District Collector shall do a random selection from the consolidated
Master List (shall select 30% excess) using NIC/IKM software. (the DC shall
consult with NIC/IKM in advance). The selection shall be done in front of
People's representatives on 29™ February 2016.

3. 10% of total number of houses allotted under this category can be
allotted by District Collectors from a master list prepared based on pre
fixed criteria like severe disability, handicapped, critical iliness, mental
disorder, etc among JSP beneficiaries/ family members. Random selection
may be made from this list.

4. Notices shall be immediately sent (on the same day) to selected
beneficiaries to attend a camp in the Collectorate on 3 March 2016 to fill
up the application form and to submit requisite documents . The notice
may just say that there is a new scheme for housing and that she may
apply if in person or through authorised agent if so desires, in the housing
camp to be conducted in the collectorate on 3™ March 2016. Copy of
application form and authorization letter (for applicants who are incapable
of attending the camp on 3 March) may be enclosed with the letter. The
notices shall be sent through the concerned Village Officers, who shall
start the field verification simultaneously. The applicants shall bring two
photographs of the female head of the family, Aadhar card number of the
female head, Bank account details if any, BPL certificate, Land title
(pattayam/possession certificate by VO).

5. Village officers shall submit their field verification reports on individual
beneficiaries by 2™ March 2016.

6.) During the Housing Camp day on 3¢ March, proper arrangements shall
be made to collect the signed application forms and requisite documents.
Enough counters should be there to avoid rush. An application form for



getting house allotted under the scheme may be got signed by the
beneficiary. Incase a beneficiary is laid up, another person with an
authorization letter may produce the documents on her behalf.

7.) Based on the verification of application forms, documents and reports
of Village officer, a final list of eligible beneficiaries shall be made and
transmitted to the govt (Housing Commissioner's Office) by March 5t .

Selection of Zero Landless Programme
Beneficiaries

1. The District Collector shall prepare the Master list of Zero Landless
Beneficiaries having ownership and possession of allotted. Only BPL
beneficiaries shall be included in the list. If data as to whether BPL/APL not
available, then prepare a general list but at the time of final selection,
only BPL beneficiaries to be selected.

2.) The District Collector shall do a random selection from the
consolidated Master List (shall select 30% excess) using NIC/IKM software.
(The DC shall consult with NIC/IKM in advance).The selection shall be done
in front of People’s representatives on 29* February 2016.

3.10% of total number of houses allotted under this category can be
allotted by District Collectors from a master list prepared based on pre
fixed criteria like severe disability, handicapped, critical iliness, mental
disorder, etc among Zero Landless Programme beneficiaries/ family
members. Random selection may be made from this list.

4.)Notices shall be immediately sent (on the same day) to selected
beneficiaries to attend a camp in the Collectorate on 3" March 2016 to fill
up the application form and to submit requisite documents . The notice
may just say that there is a new scheme for housing and that she may
apply if in person or through authorised agent if so desires, in the housing
camp to be conducted in the collectorate 3 March 2016. Copy of
application form and authorization letter (for applicants who are incapable
of attending the camp on 3 March) may be enclosed with the letter. The
notices shall be sent through the concerned Village Officers, who shall
start the field verification simultaneously. The applicants shall bring two
photographs of the female head of the family, Aadhar card number of the
female head, Bank account details if any, BPL certificate, Land title
(pattayam/possession certificate by VO).



5. Village officers shall submit their field verification reports on individual
beneficiaries by 2™ March 2016.

6.) During the Housing Camp day on 3™ March, proper arrangements shall
be made to collect the signed application forms and requisite documents.
Enough counters should be there to avoid rush. An application form for
getting house allotted under the scheme may be got signed by the
beneficiary. Incase a beneficiary is laid up, another person with an
authorization letter may produce the documents on her behalf. Water and
basic amenities may be provided to the beneficiaries during the camp.

7) Based on the verification of application forms, documents and reports
of Village officer, a final list of eligible beneficiaries shall be made and
transmitted to the govt (Housing Commissioner's Office) by March 5™

Insufficient beneficiaries in any category.

Incase, sufficient beneficiries are not available in a particular category,
available ones may included in the list and the balance may be shared
between the other two categories equally.

Note:The application forms for 2™ March Collectorate camps
would be forwarded to respective District Collectors by 25%
February.
