Sub: Annual Plan -Incurring of Plan Expenditure - Avoiding of Rush of
Expenditure ~ Instructions- Reg. '

Ref: Minutes of the Plan Expenditure Review meeting held on
18.01.2017.

It is observed that most of the departments spend their plan funds in
lumpsum at the fag end of the financial year, especially in the month of March.
Para 91(2) of Kerala Budget manual stipulates that rush of expenditure during
the closing months of the financial year should be avoided. This crowding of
expenditﬁre adversely affects plan expenditure and quality of spending which,
in turn, creates difficulty in raising adequate resources and its prudent
allocation and evolving a need based borrowing strategy. There should be a
systematic and well planned scheduling of plan funds expenditure so as to
achieve a desired level of plan expenditure well before the month of March
every year,

2. To ensure prudent financial management as well as spending of plan
funds in a balanced manner by avoiding.rush of expenditure during the last
qua-ter of financial year, especially in the month of March, all departrhents
including Local Self Government Institutions are to ensure that 85% of the
plan funds (budget outlay) should be spent for each scheme before March of
every financial year and the remaining 15% of the plan funds in the month of
March subject to a further ceiling of 33%(!;3) of plan funds during the last
gquarter. For this, Administrative Departments having Monthly Expenditure
