“3. The land/lands assxgned on reglstry as per sub-rule {1) of rule 8 shall
be heritable and alienable, but unoccupied lands assigned. on registry shall be
heritable ‘but not ahenable for a period of twenty five years from the date of
assignment oh registry. In the event of aliénation in contravention of sub-rule (1A)
. of rale 8, the: Govemnwnt shall resume the land w1thout payment of any
compensatmn » :

(Thls does not form part of the nonﬁcatlon, but is mtended to indicate its
_general purport) ,

The occupants who. are in possession and enjoyment of Government land/
* lands for decades have been demanding Pattayam for suchdand: The maximum
permissible exterit of assignment as per the Kenla Lznd Asmgnmem Rules, 1964
is one acre in the hilly tracts.. The. Government find it to be insufficient for the
. livelihood of such. occupants Smnlarly, the restriction on alienability of the land
_ "asmgned ‘on registry is’causing difficulties to the occupants of such Government
- land assigned. Hence. Govemment ‘have decided to rzmove: these difficulties’ for
the welfare of the occupants of the Government land and. also to incorporate
restriction for the alienation of unoccupied lands assigned on registry.
It is further decided that -the provision regarding the extént of land assignable
on registry for personal cultlvatmn for a family which prevailed prior to
. the amendment made in Kerala Land Ass1gnment Rules 1964 vide S.R.O.
No 545/2005 shall be reinstated. :
