ORDER

As per Government Order read above, All India Service officers of the State were
sanctioned 'AlS Officer's Allowance' by way of reimbursement of certain expenses, subject
to upper limits, as a partial compensation for the denial of the yearly 30 days leave
surrender facility to All India Service officers, which was available to State Government
employees. Considering that the cost of services to meet the actual expenses as intended in
the existing order witnessed a substantial increase over the period and the basic pay of All
India Service officers was also raised following the implementation of the Seventh Pay
Commission recommendations, the All India Service officers of the State requested the
Government to enhance the monthly rates of AIS Officer's Allowance.

(2) Govermment have examined the matter in detail and are pleased to revise the
rates of AIS Officer's Allowance sanctioned to All India Service officers of the State as
indicated in the table below.

(3) AIS Officer's Allowance shall be sanctioned to all officers of the same grade at
uniform rate as specified in Colurnn No. 6 of the table below, irrespective of whether the
officer does or does not surrender Earned Leave during the financial year. The allowance
will be sanctioned subject to upper limits, against self certification to the effect. Bills need
not be produced by the officers for drawing the allowance.

(4) All India Service officers, whether belonging to the Kerala Cadre or otherwise,
working in the Government of Kerala or in a Public Sector Undertaking, Autonomous
Body, Statutory Undertaking etc. under the Government of Kerala or on paid study leave
with salary being drawn from the Government of Kerala will continue to be eligible for the
AIS Officer’s Allowance. The Officers will also be eligible to claim the allowance even
during the period of training, at the rate applicable for the relevant scale. Officers on
Central deputation or on deputation to agencies, Public Sector Undertaking etc. outside the
control of the Government of Kerala will not be eligible for claiming the allowance.

(5) The allowance sanctioned shall be utilized by the officer for meeting various
personal expenses including engagement of an Office Assistant at home, payment of water
and electricity bills or purchase of petroV/ diesel for personal use.

(6) The amount will be charged to the Head of Account 'pay’ where the officer is
posted and is drawing salary.

(7) These revisions will have retrospective effect from 1 July, 2017. Sanction is
also accorded for disbursing the resultant arrears on this account.
