Sub:-  Issue of licence in Form ‘LAPT’ under rule 193 of the
Kerala Motor Vehicles Rules - reg:-

As per section 93 of the Motor Vehicles Act, 1988, no person shall
engage himself as an agent or a canvasser, in the sale of tickets tor wavel by
public service vehicles or in otherwise soliciting customers for such vehicles
uniess he has obtained a ficence from the authority concerned. As empowered
by the said section, the State Government have made rules prescribing the
conditions subject to which such licences may be issued, i addition to the
conditions specified in the section.

Rule 193 of the Kerala Motor Vehicles Rules, 1989 provides the
conditions under which a licence may be issued in Form “LAPT™. As per sub-
ruie (8) of rule 193, a Regional Transport Authority may grant such licence on

such conditions as the Regional Transport Authority may consider fit to impose.

In the context of the recent issue relating to the safety of passengers in
some buses operated by certain private operators, the Government considers it

necessary that the Regional Transport Authorities in the State shall consider o



sttach certain steict conditions while issuing licence in Form *LAPT” and there

shall be uniformity in such conditions as faras possible.

i the above circumstances, all the Regional Transport Authorities shall

consider to impose the following conditions also while issuing or renewing

licences in Form ‘LAPT’ under rule 193, with immediate effect:-

The additional conditions to be observed by the RTA’s  while
issuing/renewing the ‘LAPT’ licence.

I. Requirement of Booking Office

Sufficient stopping space tor the vehicle Tor boarding and alighiing the passengers
without disturbing the lree flow of tralfic and the other road users
Parking space for at least 3 heavy passenger vehicles within a distance of Skins
No hooking oilicesparking place shall be within 500 metres from the KSRTC
moltusil Bus Stand .
The complaint redressal tetephone qumbers ol the Kerala Police, the concerned RTO
and the women helpline shall be exhibited in the office.

General Conditions to be observed by the License Holders

The LAPT Licence shall be exhibited in the oflice in a conspicuous space.

The name of the booking office shall be exhibited with the Licence number in front
of the building.

‘The names of the operators(with whom e licensec is having the canteact} shall be
oxhibited i the otlice with their contact aumbers.

The time schedule of the vehicle shall be exhibited.

The names and contact numbers of the crew shall be exhibited before commencing
the wip.

The real-time location of the vehicle shall be shown through the digital media.
Quarterly Return shall be fited before the Secretary of the RTA concerned, by the
LAPT licensee.

The Licence holder shall maintain a register of the passenger travetling in the format
attached. and the vehicles shall at afl times carry list of the passengers In respect of
cach wip. This list shall be produced on demana by the ofticers authorized o demand



the production of the document. The same shall he kept tor a period of one vear for
further verification.

9. The aperator shall not engage in or use any vehicle for any illegal activity or for the
transportation of goods/ contraband other than the personal luggage of the travetling
passengers.

10 The licensee shall ensure and inform the passengers regarding the avaitabitiiv ol
refreshment and toilet facilities within a distance af every 50 kms enroute.

L1 The ticket should have the details of the vehicle, crew, passengers, helpline numbers
of the police, MV D, Women Helpline, elc.

12. The licensee/operator shall have sulficient alternative arrangements of substitute
vehicles in the case of any breakdown.

The following qualifications of the Licensee shall be observed while considering the
applications for-the ‘LAPT’ licence by the RTA:-
(a) Agpe of licensee: 18 years (minimum)
(b) The applicant should not have any criminal history; a police clearance certificate
shall be obtained.
(¢} The financial resource ot the applicant should be sufticient to provide a sustainable
sCrvice.
(dy The applicant should have adequate computer knowledge (Desivable)
