07?. As desired, a detailed enquiry has been conducted on the subject

cited above through ADGP (Int) and he has submitted a detailed report
along with a CD, which are enclosed herewith.

03. As the enquiry report has been accepted in totality, it is intended

to take action as recommended by the ADGP (Int.), as mentioned below;

1. To take action against Shri. Vaisakh, PC 7234, IR Battalion, who is now

attached to Sree Padmanabha Swamy Temple, for various omissions
and commissions as pointed out in the report. This will include
Departmental Action, registration of a case under various sections of
the Representation of the People Act, 1951.

. During the course of the investigation, other allegations relating to the

role of other persons/ members of the police association will also be
covered by conducting investigation against them either by the local
police; ie. Commissioner of Police or by the Crime Branch.

_ Another full-fledged enquiry by a SP or Commandant level officer

relating to the action of three IR Bn. personnel, who reportedly gave
address of Shri. Mani Kuttan, CPO 1370 of IR Bn. to receive their postal
batlots, which is inappropriate, in view of the guidelines issued by the
Flection Commission as well as-by the State Police Chief also be




ordered. It may be worth mentioning here that these 3 persons are not

available in the State as they are on election duty in other States.

04. In nutshell strong and prompt action is warranted.

05. ADGP Intelligence has prudently suggested to make some systemic
changes in postal ballot system, which may kindly be considered for

7 posterity.

06. As the matters pertain to Election, the ECO may like to consider
our recommendations and issue further orders. After receiving the reply/
directions from the Election Commission, further action will be taken in this

regard.
