The University vide letter read as (4} above addressed the UGC seeking rejaxation on the -
provisionss=n the Regulations on tire above aspect, as resolved by the Academic Council. But
no relaxation has been granted by the UGC.

In the circumstances, sanction has been accorded by the Vice Chancellur in exercise of the

powers of the Academic Council vested under Section 10{13) of the Kerala University Act

1974 to the following in consonance with the UGC Regulations, 2009, and the subsequent

clarifications issued by the UGC: .

1. The University shali allocate the Supervisor from amongst the Regular faculty members
in a Department or its affiliated PG Colleges/institutes. FHe/She shail not be eligible to
continue as Supervisor after his/her retirement. However, ¢ Research Supervisor can
continue as co-guide once he ceuses to be a Reguior faculty and the Research Scholars uf
such point of time shall formally be transferred to an eligible Research Superviso¥
{Regular faculty} in the subject.

2. Adjuact Faculty sholl not be aflocoted as Research Supervisor.

3. The UGC (Minimum Standarids and Procedure for Award of MPhii/PhD Degree)
Regulations, 2009 shall be strictly adhered to. '

2. ©  As per the references read (2) and (3) above, in exceptlonal cases and in the case of eminent
~ scholars, retired faculty shall be allowed to continue to guide research scholars for PhD programme.
3. Vide the reference read as (4) above, a PhD aspirant in English who had joined for coursework
2014-15 had sought confirmation of the research guldeshlp of Dr C Kannan, a retired faculty, to supervise her

research activities.
4, As per the reference read (5) above, the Syndicate has resolved to permit retired faculty for|

research guidance, on case to case basis from the next admission onwards subject to the stipulations furnished
as (i) and (ii)

i) The guide should be a scholar of proven and undlsputed eminence.
ii} In the case of subjects Wwhere research guides are rarely available or scarce, retired faculty
may be allowed to guide the candidates.
5. Considering the matter in detail, the Vice chancellor has accorded sanctlon to implement the

Syndicate resolution. Therefore the followmg orders are issued.
From the coursework admission 2015-16 onwards research guidance to fresh scholars
under retired faculty is permitted on case to case basis if -

i The guide should be a scholar of proven and undisputed eminence,
ii. In the subjects where research guides are rarely available or scarce.
