The Special Officer Malappuram Cancer Centre and Research Institute
(MCCRI) welcomed the participnts and explained the present status as follows.-

a). Background:- INKEL Ltd., had a proposal to set up a Cancer hospital at
Malappuram as a part of its Edu-Health City project. When the proposal was
submitted, Govt. directed INKEL to form and register a Charitable society to'
manage the hospital.- Accordingly Memorandum of Association & Rules prgpared
and submitted to Government.  All the,Goveming Body members are b;f
p'bsition. As per G.O.&Rt)No.lSSZ/ZOlB/ID' dated, 3.12.2013, Govt. directed to
register the Charitabte Society by name "Melappuram Cancer Centre and
Research Institute” in line with pghe mernorandum. submitted. Accordingly
Charitable’ Society by name “Malappauram Cancer Centre and Research
Institute” was registersd on 14.02.2014 at Malappuram.’ A

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b). Land:- The project require about 25 acres of land and this is identified at
Kerala State indusfrial Development Corporation (KSIDC) Industrial Growth
Centre, Panakkad, Malappuram. Based on G.O.(Rt)No.;32/2016/ID dated,
03.02.2016 KSIDC surrendered 25 acres of land to Revenue Department.
Now revenue. department to issue separate orders assigning this 25 acres of
‘land to Malappuram Cancer Centre.and Research Institute (MCCRI), free of cost.

c). Fund:- In the budget speech for 2013-14 Hon’ble Finance Minister declared
an amount of Rs. 1.00 Crore as initial expenses for Malappuram Cancer Centre
and Research Institute. Proposals for the release of this fund was submitted and
is still pending. Therefore, Govt. directed KSIDC to sanction a temporary joan of
Rs.1,00 Crore with the condition that this loan will be repaid with interest as and
when the Govt. allocation is received.

Malappuram Cancer Centre and Research Institute (MCCRI) need fund to repay
the loan and also for the development works. MCCRI submitted proposals for
inctusion of thié project in 2016-17 budget. Industries Department informed
that it is not a subject aliotted to Industries Dept.

d). Proiect:- The detsiled Project Report for the cancer hospital got prepared.
It will be 300 bed Cancer Hospital with state of the art facllities. The cost of the
project is estimated as Rs. 340 crores. Government support required is at least
50% of the project cost which is Rs. 170,00 Crores. Balance amount is
expected to be arranged as donation, charity, contribution etc. from varfous
Govt./non Govt. agencies. '
