ORDER

Kerala is highly dependent on Monsoon Rain fall for its entire water
requirements. During the last few years, the Monsoon Rain fall has become
unpredictable and unreliable causing drought, loss of agriculture, and power
deficiency in the State. Cloud seeding has been used by many countries for
enhancing rain fall and this has been attracting the attention of the State and the The
Kerala State Electricity Board Limtied (KSEBL) has taken initiatives for attempting

cloud seeding operations.

In view of the declining rain fall and the uneven distribution of available rain a
severe drought situation now prevailing in the State of Kerala, Government of Kerala
have directed to the Kerala State Council for Science, Technology and Environment
(KSCSTE), an autonomous institution under the Science & Technology Departmel;f\FH
which is mandated with the respansibility of promoting the application of Science &
Technology in this State, to take steps to adopt precipitation enhancement
technigues for increasing the rain fall by engaging suitable technology that will result
in measurable increase in the quantum of precipitation in identified catchment basins
of major rivers across the State. The KSCSTE conducted several rounds of
discussions with Scientists, Experts in Precipitation enhancement and various other
stake holders. The meetings decided to request Government to adopt the Cloud

Precipitation Techniques and to approve the Cloud Precipitation Programme.

3. Government have examinad the matter in detail and decided to approve
the Cloud Precipitation Programme far the enhancement of rain techniques in the
catchment basins of rivers in the State of Kerala. Government are pleased to
