Kerala State Industrial Development Corporation Ltd (KSIDC) is developing a

Life Sciences Park (LSP) in Thonnakkal near Thiruvananthapuram. As per
Government Order read as I

paper above, Comprehensive Administrative Sanction was accorded by Government
for development of Phase I of the project on 75 acres of land at a cost of Rs.374.73
Crores. Most of the common facilities are to be developed in this area. 60 acres of
land has been taken possession and development of infrastructure here is under
way. It is expected to be completed by June 2019. Apart from utilities like power
supply, water supply, drainage systems, sewage treatment systems, effluent
treatment facilities, roads and street lighting, the Life Science Park shall have a 3.30
lakh square feet Innovation and Incubation Centre. This will be a mixed use
innovation hub consisting of shared research facilities, pre-built lab tenancy areas,
and training facility, with a common tool room with preparation, CNC machines,
precision tools and plastic injection moulding equipment to enable tenants to
develop and validate product prototypes for medical devices. The Centre will
facilitate convergence of Research & Development effort from diverse existing and
emerging ventures and foster research in nutraceutical and functional food
segments,

2. Kerala State Industrial Development Corporation (KSIDC) is planning to
develop Phase 11 of the Life Science Park on the adjoining 134 acres of land. This
area is to be developed and allotted to prospective units in the candidate sectors as
plots of 50 cents to 1 acre. The units here shall be able to utilise the common
facilities developed by Kerala State Industrial Development Corporation (KSIDC) in
the First Phase of the project.

3. Vide letter read as 2™ paper above, Kerala State Industrial Development
Corporation (KSIDC) has requested Government for sanction for Phase II of the Life
Science Park. Government have considered the matter. The total amount required
for acquisition of the said extent of land comes to Rs.340.55 Crores. The procedures
connected with land acquisition for this area is in the final stages. Funds for land
acquisition are urgently required since the validity of the notification will expire on
19.05.2017. '

4. In the circumstances, Government are pleased to accord in-principle
sanction for the implementation of Phase 1l of the Life Sciences Park,
Thiruvananthapuram at a cost of Rs.340.55 Crores. The project shall be
implemented by Kerala State Industrial Development Corporation (KSIDC) by
availing funding from the Kerala Infrastructure Investment Fund Board (KIIFB).
