The Thripunithura bypass in the State of Kerala starts from
Mattakuzhi in NH 85 (Old NH 49) and ends at Thripunithura Mini
Bypass (Near Gandhi Square) in NH 85 is having a total length of
8.23km. The Land acquisition was started in two phases as per
alignment approved by Ministry. Original land acquisition estimate of
Rs.6.57 crore was sanctioned by the Ministry and LA procedure was
started. As per the alignment of Phase 1,4.4312 hectares of land was
acquired out of 16.1724 hectares. Due to exorbitant increase in land
cost, revised estimate was submitted to Ministry for approval. Vide
letter No.RW/NH-12018/324/2008-KL(P7) dated 04.12.2017, it was
intimated that the Ministry of Road Transport & Highways was not in a
position to bear such huge extra cost of about Rs.550 crore towards
Land Acquisition Costs and suggested that Kerala Government should

bear the land acquisition cost to take up this bypass project.

It is to be noted that the project had been initiated by the

Ministry. Hence Government of Kerala is not in a position to bear the



cost of land acquisition for this project. Several complaints have been
received from local people as they cannot do transactions of their lands,
cannot avail loans from financial institutions and cannot renovate their
damaged houses in the marked land. Had the NH 85 been realigned, the
marked land could have been acquired and utilised. But the National
Highway Authority ruled out the same, citing some pragmatic
difficulties. In a meeting of all stakeholders, the Chief Secretary
decided to intimate MoRTH regarding the current status of the project

and to request MoRTH for a decision about the future of the project.

Hence I am to request you bestow your personal attention in the
matter considering the present status of the project and provide a

decision for a way forward in this matter.
