1. Shorttitle and commencement

These rules shall be called the Kerala Rules forPayment of Compensatlon to V1ct1ms of Attack by Wild

Animals, 1980. They shall come into force with effect on and from 15th July 1980.

2. Definitions
In these rules, unless the context othervwse requires: © -
(a) “Wild Animal” means only such species of wildlife as listed under Schedule Iand Part I of Schedule
I of Indian Wildlife (Protection) Act, 1972 (530f1972)
(b) “Legal heirs” means a person who in law is entitled to inherit the estate of the deceased, ifhe had left
any estate at the time of his death and also includes any legal heu of the deceased and executor or
administrator of the deceased.

3. (@ Compensatlon shall be paid to those who sustained injury or loss to life and property on account of

attack by wild animals in the manner prescribed below on the basis of the G.O. (Ms.) No. 256/80/AD, dated
15th July 1980. Every person’ who is incapacitated, IHJUI‘Cd or suffered losses only will be compensated under
the scheme. L ,
1. Losstohumanlife
An amount ofRs. 5000 (Rs. five thousand only) shall be pa1d to the legal heirs of the deceased, ifhuman
-life is lost on account of attack by wild gnimals.

2. Incapacitated permanently

- Anamount uptg Rs. 5,000 (Rs. five thousand) shall be paid to the persons who become Qermanently

incapacitated on account of attack by wild animals.
3." Loss of cattle, crops, damages to houses, huts etc.

The compensation for the loss or damage to- property such as houses, hut, crops, cattle etc. shall be
limited to 50 per cent of the loss / subject to a maximum of Rs. 2000 (Rs two thousand only)

(a) The application for compensation with necessary detaxls such as place time, nature of i mjury extent

(b) The party desirous of applying for compensation shall make his / her apphcatlon in the prescnbed
form (Appendlx 1) within a period of three months from the date of occurrence of the incident by the

victim or in the case of death by the legal heirs with necessary certificates in support of the claim to -

area for onward transmission to the Divisional Forest Officer/ Game Warden / Wildlife Preservation

7 Appeal
~ Those aggrieved by the dec1$10n of the Divisional Forest Officer / Game Warden / Wlldhfe Presefvation
Officer: may prefer an appeal on the award of compensation within 30 days from the date of receipt of order.
In all cases of appeal, the decision of the appellate authority shall be final.
