ORDER

As per the Governement Order read as 2 nd above, the work of the Light

Metro Projects to be implemented in the cities of Thiruvananthapuram and

Kozhikode has been entrusted with the Kochi Metro Rail.As per the guidelines

stated by MoHUA in the CMP toolkit of 2014, every city needs to update its
CMP at least, every five years.

Considering the extreme shortage of staff, expertise and other facilities in

Kochi Metropolitan Transport Authority (KMTA), the Managing Director,

Kochi Metro Rail Limited (KMRL) as per letter read as 3" above had requested
that the preparation of the Comprehensive Mobility Plan (CMP) for
Thiruvananthapuram and Kozhikode cities and for the updation of the same for
Kochi City, which was earlier prepared by Kochi Metro Rail Limited (KMRL)
in 2016 may be entrusted with KMRL. It has been requested that sanction may
be accorded for the same by expending an amount of Rs.5,28,16,800/- (Rs.3.84
Crore as Central Financial Assistance (CFA) and Rs.1.43 Crore as GoK share).

As per the Office Memorandum read as 1 > above, the Ministry of Housing

and Urban Affairs (MoHUA) has informed that grants will be provided through
“Urban transport planning & capacity building scheme” for undertaking traffic
& transportation studies in the areas of urban transport, the expenditure for the
preparation of Comprehensive Mobility Plan (CMP) & Alternative Analysis
Report (AAR)/ Feasibility Study Report (FSR) is on a ratio basis with Centre &
State.

The Board Meeting of the Kochi Metropolitan Transport Authority vide its

decision taken on 03.12.2022 as per 4 th above , had decided that the preparation
of Comprehensive Mobility Plan (CMP) shall be entrusted with KMRL.

Government have examined the matter in detail and are pleased to accord
administrative sanction, as follows :

1) The Kochi Metro Rail Limited (KMRL) authorised to prepare the
Comprehensive Mobility Plan (CMP) & Alternative Analysis Report (AAR)
/Feasibility Study Report (FSR) for Thiruvananthapuram, Kochi, and
Kozhikode expending an amount of Rs.5,28,16,800/- (Rs.3.84 Crore as Central
Financial Assistance (CFA) and Rs.1.43 Crore as GoK share), under the "Urban
Transport Planning & Capacity Building Scheme" providing Grants for
States/UTs/Cities for undertaking traffic and transportation studies in the areas
of Urban Transport. (The Summary of Central and State Share is included as
Annexure) .

11) An amount of Rs.1,43,35,584/- shall be released to Kochi Metro Rail
Limited (KMRL) as the State share for the preparation of the Comprehensive
Mobility Plan (CMP) & Alternative Analysis Report (AAR)/Feasibility Study
Report (FSR) for Thiruvananthapuram, Kochi, and Kozhikode from the budget
provision of Kochi Metropolitan Transport Authority (KMTA) from the H/a
5075-60-800-63(P).

1i1) Further, the CMP should undertake the study for the possibility for the
formation of a Joint Venture Company in a public-private partnership (PPP)
model under the supervision of the Kochi Metropolitan Transport Authority
(KMTA) and involving all stakeholders associated with road and water transport
operations in Kochi and nearby municipalities namely — Kochi Metro Rail
Limited (KMRL), Kochi Water Metro Limited (KWML), Kerala State Road
Transport Corporation (KSRTC), State Water Transport Department (SWTD),
Private Buses, Taxis, Auto rickshaws, Local Self Governments, Kochi
Corporation, and the nearby municipalities in Kochi. The objective of this
company is to implement and operate a multi-modal public transport system
with a Unified Ticketing system that is common to all modes of transport with
adequate feeder services for the metro train and water metro/transport and the
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buses to provide the last mile connectivity. The options and modes of providing
similar feeder services in Thiruvananthapuram and Kozhikode shall also be

included in the CMP.
