The case has been examined. The Nilambur Bye pass starts from Km 71/400 of
SH 28 (Kozhikkode - Nilambur - Gudallur Highway) at Jyothipadi junction and rejoins
at Km 75/600 at Veliyamthode junction on SH 28 after crossing PPPN road (SH 39) at
Km 86/200 (Mukkatta junction). Total length of the proposed bye pass road is 6 00 Km
proposed to be carried out in two phases:- :

Phase 1 Km 0/000 to Km 4/387 - Jyothipadi junction to Mukkatta junction
Phase 1T Km 4/387 to Km 6/000 - Mukkatta junction to Veliyamthode junction.

It is reported that Administrative sanction for Rs 35 Crores (Rs 14 Crores for Land
acquisition and Rs 21 Crores for Road Construction) was accorded vide G.O. (Rt.) No.
1216/2013/PWD dated 10/09/2013 for Phase I of the project, Technical Sanction for
road construction for Rs 20.50 Crores accorded vide G.O.(Rt.) No.206/2014/PWD dated
11/02/2014, work was entrusted to Kerala State Construction Corporation (KSCC) vide
G.O.(Rt.) No.182/2014/PWD dated 05/02/2014 and site was handed over on
24/02/2016. Land acquisition for a length of 960m only could be carried out using the
LA provisions and formation of road from Km 0/00 to Km 0/960 for 960m only could be
completed so far.

In order to complete the road construction as per agreement for Phase I of the
Nilambur Bye pass, remaining land need to be acquired urgently and PWD has sought
sanction for the same. Shifting of KSEBL line is also necessary for executing the
Project. Since there exists 4 GOs for the land acquisition / construction of Project, FD
has requested AD to furnish a proposal for comprehensive revised administrative
sanction. -

Accordingly, AD has submitted revised AS proposal for Rs. 105.225 Crores as per
the details given below:-

(I) Phase-I:-

(a)Value of land to be acquired — Rs. 33.365 Cr
(b) Valuation of structures - Rs. 0.785 Cr

(¢) Construction cost - Rs. 21.710 Cr

Sub Total for Phase I - Rs. 55.86 Cr




(IT) Phase-1I:-

(a) Value of land to be acquired - Rs. 28.068 Cr
(b) Valuation of structures - Rs. 1.422 Cr

(¢) Construction cost - Rs. 12.493 Cr

Sub Total for Phase II - Rs. 41.982 Cr

(III) Utility shifting Phase I & II (KSEBL) - Rs. 7.383 Cr
Grand Total - Rs. 105.225 Cr.

However, it is observed that the cost of land already acquired is not included in
the Revised AS proposal. Also, since the construction of Phase I is in progress, contract
PAC may be substituted in place of estimated cost of Phase I to get a realistic figure.

Further, the provisions in the estimate for Phase II like 30cm GSB, 25¢m. WMM,
etc. are on the higher side and hence need to be reviewed as per the existing guidelines
of PWD.

In view of the above, AD may be advised to consider the proposal for issue of
Revised Administrative Sanction for the amount worked out by the Chief Engineer in
compliance of following conditions:-

1) The amount required for Phase I will be the sum of actual cost of land already
acquired, estimated / assessed cost of land to be acquired and cost of construction for
Phase I at agreed contract rates.

2) The amount required for Phase II' will be the sum of estimated / assessed cost of land
to be acquired and cost of construction for Phase II at estimate rates.

3) The thickness of GSB and WMM for pavement for Phase II proposed on higher side
shall be reviewed. Adequacy of provisions and correctness 01‘ rates in the estimate shall

be confirmed by the Chief Engineer.

Kindly see our earlier remarks on the issue and reply furnished by the Chief
Engineer vide letter dated 17/09/2020. The Chief Engineer has reported that total revised
Project cost for construction of Nilambur Bypass (Phase I & II) including cost of land
acquisition, shifting utilities and cost of construction works to Rs. 140.425 Crores.

Provisions in the estimate
The proposal is to construct the Bypass road with two way road each having an

intermediate width carriageway (5.50m) and length of 6.00 km. .

Remarks on the estimate -
It is observed that despite Govt. directions,the revised Project cost is not seen

prepared based on the contract PAC for Phase I but seen prepared as per estimate rates .
It is gathered that the works for Phase I were entrusted to a KSCC without any
contractors profit (@10%).CE PWD shall examine and ensure the appropriateness of
entrusting additional works to KSCC as KSCC is not an accredited Non PMC agency as
per current rules in force.

Further, the technical justifications for proposing higher thickness of GSB (30cm)
and WMM (25c¢m) layers are not seen submitied for verification. It is gathered that
laying of GSB & WMM for Phase I were not commenced till date. Hence, Chief
Engineer may be directed that thickness of GSB and WMM for pavement for Phase I &
IT shall be limited to the normal provisions of 15¢cm to 20cm as stipulated in the
Technical Circular issued by the Chief Engineer, PWD

Recommendations
In view of the above, AD may be advised to consider the proposal for issue of
comprehensive revised administrative sanction for the Construction of Nilambur Bypass

(Phase I & 1II).

However TS shall be accorded subject to the following remarks :-

1) Revised Project cost shall be worked out by the Chief Engineer as the sum of actual
cost of land already acquired, assessed cost of balance land to be acquired, contract PAC
for construction of Phase I, estimated cost for construction of Phase II and estimated
cost for shifting the utilities.

2) The thickness of GSB and WMM for pavement for Phase I & 11 shall be limited to
