In exercise of the powers conferred by section 7 of the Kerala Government Land
Assignment Act, 1960 (30 of 1960), the Government of Kerala hereby make the {ollowing rales
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further to amend the Rules for Assignment of Government Land within Municipal and
Corporation Areas, 1995, namely:- |

RuLES

1. Short title and Commencement.—(l)";[‘heée rules may be called the Assignment of
Land within Municipal and Corporation Areas (Amendment) Rules, 2019.

(2) They shall come into force at once.

2. Amendment of the Rules.- In the Rules of Assignment of Land within Municipal and
Corporation Areas, 1995, in rule 12 after sub-rule (5), the following sub-rule shall be inserted,

namely:-

“(6) (1) Notwithst;anding anything contained in these rules, all the lessees who have -
defaulted in payment of lease rent for the period pending up to 27" January, 2016, shall pay such
lease rent arrears at such rates as applicable to them as on 28™ January, 2016 and the arrears
thereof shall be remitted in full as one time settlement. '

(ii) If the lessees fail to settle their lease rent arrears the District Collector shall
resume such property after following the procedure prescribed under these rules and recover the
entire lease rent arrears by invoking relevant provisions in the Kerala Revenue Recovery Act,.
1968 (15 of 1968):

Provided that where the aggregate amount of arrears is comparatively high and lessee has
requested for more installments for remitting the same, the Government may by sufficient

reasons allow the lessee to remit the amount, not exceeding, in ten installments.”

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Explanatory Note
(This does not form part of the notification, but is intended to indicate its general purport.)

The Government, as per notification issued under G.O. (P) No. 126/2004/RD dated
14" May, 2004 and published as S.R.O. No. 500/2004 in the Kerala Gazette Extraordinary No.
1065 dated 18" May, 2004 had fixed the lease rent of the Government land as 10% of the
market value for individuals or institutions purely of commercial nature and 2% to 5% of market
value for individuals or institutions of non commercial and non profitable nature. Further the
Government as per notification issued under G. O. (P) No. 64/2016/RD dated 28" January, 2016
and published as S.R.O. No. 96/2016 in the Kerala Gazettee Extraordinary No. 203 dated
28" January, 2016 had ordered to revise the lease rent of Government land as 5% of the Market
value for individuals or institutions purely of commercial nature and 0.5% to 3% of market value
for individuals or institutions of non-commercial and non-profitable nature, L.éase rent arrear
demands are raised based on the higher rates. Hence, one time settlement scheme is declared to
settle the lease rent arrears. As such, Government have declared to amend the Rules for

Assignment of Land within Municipal and Corporation Areas, 1995 suitably for the above said
purpose.

Assignment Act, 1960 (30 of 1960), the Government of Kerala hereby make the t'o]lbwing rules
further to amend the Kerala Land Assignment Rules, 1964, namely:-
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RULES

1. Short title and Commencement.- (1) These rules may be called the Kerala Land
Assignment (Amendment) Rules, 2020.

(2) They shall come into force at once.

2. Amendment of the Rules.- In the Kerala Land Assigm:ﬁent Rules, 1964, in rule 18 after
sub-rule (2), the following sub-rule shall be inserted, namely;-

3 (i). Notwithstanding anything contained in these rules, all the lessees who have
defaulted in payment of lease rent specified by the Government by order as mentioned in sub-
rule (1) for the period pending up to 5 February 2016, shall pay such lease rent arrears at such
rates as applicable to them as on 6 February 2016 and the arrears thereof shall be remitted in
full as one time settlement.

“Provided that where the éggregate amount of arrears is comparatively high and lessee has
requested for more installments for remitting the same, the Government may by sufficient

reasons allow the lessee to remit the amount, not exceeding, in ten installments.”

(ii). If the lessees failed to settle their lease rent arrears the District Collector shall
resume such property after following the procedure prescribed under these rules and recover the
entire lease rent arrears by invoking relevant provisions in the Kerala Revenue Recovery Act,
1968 (15 of 1968). '

The Government, as per G.O (Ms) No. 1026/85/RD dated 19" December 1985, .had

revised the lease rent of Government land as 10% to 15% of market value for individuals or
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institutions purely of commercial nature. Further the Government as per GO (Ms) No.
96/2016/RD dated 6" February .2016 had ordered to revise the lease rent of Government land as
5% of the market value for individuals or institutions purely of commercial nature and 0.5% to
3% of market value for individuals or institutions of non-commercial and non-prefitable nature.
Lease fent arrear demands are raised based on the higher rates. Hence, a one time settlement
scheme is declared in the budget speech 2019-20 to settle the lease rent arrears. As such,
Government have decided to amend the Kerala Land Assignment Rules, 1964 suitably for the

above said purpose.

The notification is intended to achieve the above object.
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
