In their Judgment in OC.F.N0.4740/90 £iled by Kerala
state Electricity .Board against the Forest Lepartment for
settling an-issue pending from 1978 onwaxd%)- The Hon'hle
High Court has observed as follows:. .

"If is unfortunate that Covernment Department and
State ovned undertakinge are fighting each other in
Courts, tribunals and other gtatutory forums for the -
redressal. of their gridvances rather than resolving
thc disputes using their own good offices. Disputes
which can easily be rescolved between themselves are
-brought kefore courts, tribunels and other forums
gpending money on court fees, procedural expenses

and wasting public time. Many of the disputes remain
unresolved,for years and years, thereby holding up
various projeéts and schemes of considerable importance”.

The High Court has therefore, ordered to Constitute
iiigh Power Committces as and when required, consisting of
senlor officials of Government to cettle amicakly the
disputes between State Covernment Departments, the Public
Sector Undertakings/ Corporations/ Boarde/ Autonomous 3Sodies
and the State Government Pepartment s and Govermment ovmned -
undertakings themsclves. '

[ the Government Order read above, orders were issued for the constitution
of High Power Committecs for each Department under the Chairmanship of
Additional Chief Secretary for dealing with the disputes between Government
Departments themselves and State owned companies/Public Sector Undertakings/
Corporations/Boards/Autonomous bodies etc. as the case may be and
Government owned undertakings themselves.

[n the Government Order, interalia, stated that in cases where the Committees
do not come to an amicable settlement it is open to the Committees to give
clearance to the parties to proceed with the litigation. While the Comittees find
that they are unable to resolve the disputes they should record their reasons in
detail therefor, -

It has come to the notice of Govermment that some Departments are going
abead with litigation, without obtaining prior clearances of the Committees and _
theirby causes monetary loss and also embarrassment to Government as exphicat
provisions for obtaining prior clearance is not incorporated in the Government
Order read above,

Therefore, Government have examined. the matter in detail and are pleased to
modify the Government Order read above by adding Clanse 4{a) between clanse 4
and 5, as follows:

“4(a) It shall be mandatory for Government Departments and State owned
companies/Public’ Sector Undertakings/Corporations/Boards/Govermment owned
undertakings etc. to obtain prior clearance of the Committee before filing cases

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against other State Government Departments and State owned companies/Public
Sector Undertakings/Corporations/Boards/Government owned undertakings etc. If
any such case is filed without clearence of the Committee, the entire cost of
such litigation including interest thereof will be recovered from the Officer who
authorized the filing of such cases”.

ORDER

Government had constituted a High Power Committee for
settlement of disputes between various
departments/PSUs/Corporations/Boards/Autonomous bodies etc. as per Govt.,
orders read as 15t and 20d paper above. Later, in order to provide an effective
co-ordination for resotutior: of disputes between departments, Government had
re-constituted the committee vide G.O. read as 379 cited. The said Committee
has been entrusted to examine the disputes and to submit suggestions. The
suggestions of the Committee are bei ng implemented with the approval of the
council of Ministers.

However, it has come to the notice of the Government that certain
Government Departments/ PSUs/ Corporations/  Boards/ Local  Self
Government institutions/ Autonomous bodies are still approaching various
courts, tribunals and other legal forums for resolving disputes spending huge
amounts of money as court fees and procedural expenses and thereby wasting
time and resources by neglecting the standing orders on dispute redressal.
Such practices need 1o be dispensed with in order to reduce the burden on the
Government exchequer, and to avoid delay in administration and project
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implementation. Hence there 1s a necessity for strengthening the administrative
mechanism for resolution of disputes between and among departments/ PSUs/
Corporations/ Local Self Institutions/ Autonomous bodies etc.

Government have examined the matter in detail and are pleased to re-
constitute the inter departmental dispute resolution Committee with the
following members. '

Also, in order to strengthen the dispute resolution system, the following
guidelines are also issued for strict compliance:

» The dispute raised by a Government organization against another shall be
referred to the Secretaries of the departments involved in the dispute. The
PSUs/ Corporations/ Local Self Institutions/ Autonomous bodies ctc shall
approach the Secretaries of their Administrative Department concerned.
After the Secretaries of the disputing parties arrive at a settlement, a copy of
the same shall' be communicated to each party of the dispute for
implementation. The need for litigation will thereafter be avoided.
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v In case the disputes remains unresolved after deliberation by the concerned
Government Secretaries, the dispute shall be referred for dispute resolution
to the Committee constituted by the Government as above.

» This committee shall examine the dispute and resolve the same. If any
solution requires approval of the competent authority, it shall be obtained
before implementation. In case recourse to legal measures are required, the
committee shall be competent to grant permission for the same:

» If any of the Government Departiments/ PSUs/ Corporations/ Boards/ Local
Self Government institutions/ Autonomous bodies etc approaches the
Courts/Tribunals/legal forums without clearance from the above committee,
the entire cost of such litigation including interest thereot will be considered
as wasteful expenditure and will be recovered from the officer who has
authorized such filing of cases.
