Orders read above, the undersigned in his capacity as Chairman of the State
Executive Committee of Kerala State Disaster Management Authority, in
exercise of the powers conferred under Sec.20(3) of the Disaster Management
“Act, 2005, hereby orders following additional guidelines .in connection with
the COVID-19 containment activities, for strict implementation by the
enforcement authorities: '

iif.

i. Regular classes in Colleges and trammg institutions for all batches of

- students, who have taken two doses of COVID-19 vaccine, can be started

from '18th October, 2021 engaging the teachers/trainers/ other staff who
have taken two doses of COVID-19 vaccine.

ii. The requirement of producing COVID-19 'negaﬁve certificate for entry

to institutions in the state, wherever insisted, shall be done away with
and only proof of two doses of COVID-19 vaccine may be insisted for
any such purpose.

Cinema theatres and auditoriums, including indoor auditoriums, can
function from-25th October, 2021 with maximum 50% seating capacity
only, engaging the workers/employees who have received two doses of

.COVID-19 vaccine subject to the condition that persons who have taken
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two doses of vaccine alone shall be permitted entry.

iv. Schools are allowed to function for classes from 1st to 7th, 10th and 12th
from Ist November, 2021 onwards engaging teachers/staff/employces
who have taken two doses of COVID-19 vaccine and strictly following
other guidelines issued by the General Education Department.

v. Pre-metric hostels and model residential schools can also start
functioning from 1st November-2021 onwards in bio-bubble model
engaging staff who have taken two doses of COVID-19 vaccine.
Guidelines for opening other schools as issued by the General Education
department shall also be followed scrupulously. '

vi. The number of persons who are allowed to attend marriage functions and
funerals is increased to 50 from the current limit of 20.

In Contmuatlon of the instructions contained in the Govemment orders read above
lhe undérsigned in his capacity as the Chairman of the State Exccutive Committee of the
Kerala State Disaster Management Authority, in exercise of the powers conferred under
Sec.20(3) of the Disaster Management Act 2005, hereby orders following relaxations in
COVID-19 containment restrictions imposed in the state for strict implementation by the . -
enforcement authorities: ' ' . '

1) The number of persons’ permitted for weddings, public functions, social, cultural,
political. gatherings- and funerals for non-COVID-19 deaths is increased to a maximum of
100 in indoor venues and 200 in outdoor venues. The number of persons shall be restricted
proportional to space available for smaller venues, to ensure strict adherence to COVID-19
protocols mcludmg social distancing.

2) Only persons who have taken atleast one dose of COVID-19 vaccine shall be permitted

admission to cinema theatres which have been permitted to function from 25" October
onward, subject to strict adherence to the COVID-19 protocol guidelines for cinema
lheatrcs issued by the health department.

3) The regular.classes for 8th standard in schools is allowed from-8.11. 2021, subject to
extant guidelines of General Education department in this regard. The practlcal classes for
» Oth standard students of technical high schools is also permitted from 8.11.2021.
