The Government in above reference issued orders appointing Gram Panchayat
Sarpanches in the.State as Kenorary Wildlife Wardens under Section 4{1}(bb) of Wﬂd’lir’e
- (Protection} Act, 1972 for the purposes of issuing permission for culling of Wild Pigs
damaging Agricufture / Horticulture standing crops outside the Protected Areas and
Reserved Forest Areas. The Government also authorized the Chief Wildlife Warden to
delegate his / her powers under Section § (2) of WLPA, 1972 to the Gram Panchayat
Sarpanches, who are appointed as Honorary Wildlife Wardens to permit to hint Wild Pigs
under Section 11 {1) (b) of WLPA, 1972, which have become dangerous to human life and
property outside Protected Areas and forest areas, ¢

Accordingly, the Chief Wikdlife Warden Telangana under Section 5{2] of WI.PA, 1972
hereby delegates his / her powers to the Gram Panchayat Sarpanches who are appointed
by the Government as Honorary Wildlife Wardens to issue permission under Section 11 (1)
(b) of WLPA, 1972 to hunt Wild Pigs outside Protected Areas and Reserved Forest Areas;
which have becomie dangerous to human life and property for a period of one year subject
* to compliance of the following conditions: ' S

(i) The Sarpanch has to take action only on the written complaint of the
farmer(s) corcerned and no action shall be taken without a written
compiaint. ' &

(i) After receiving the written complaint, the Sarpanch along with village elders
and farmer(s) concerned shall visit the said location for investigation, assess
the situation and draw a Panchanama. [f the situation warrants hunting of
Wild Pigs, the recommendation to that affect shall be mentioned in the
Panchanama. :

(i) The Sarpanch will then, as per the powers vested in him / her by the Chicf
wildlife Warden order / issue permissien under Section 11 {1} (b} to hunt
the specified number of Wild Pigs in the said area. The Gram Panchayat
Sarpanches shall maintain a record of all the permission$ issued for hunting
Of Wild Pigs in the form of a register.

(iv]  For the purpose of hunting, the Sarpanch shall utilize the services of the
hunters free of cost who are in the panel of shooters prepared by the
Telangana Forest Department, or any other hunter available at the viliage /
mandal / district concerned, who has a license for possession of fire arms.
The persan identified shall be an expert shooter and own a rifle powerful
enough and capable of killing a Wild Pig. The Wild Pigs shall not be hunted
by any other method.

While hunting the Wild Pigs as permitted by the Sarpanch, the shooter(s)
shall tzke care to ensure that no other animal, human beings are killed or
injured and no human property is destroyed or damaged. The Wild Pigs
which are damaging agricuiture/ Horticulture standing crop only shail e
hunted. Due care shall be taken by the shooters to see that young Wild Pigs
and pregnant female Wild Pigs are not hunted. No Wild Pigs in Protected
Areas, reserved forests areas and other Government lands shall be hunted.

A copy of the permission given by the Gram Pa nchayat Sarpanch to hunt Wild
Pigs specifying the number of Wild Pigs permitted to be culled shall be
provided to the shooter identified. A copy of the permission shall also be
provided to the FRO/ FSO /FBO having jurisdiction over the area who shall
maintain a record of all the permissions issued by the Gram Panchayat
Sarpanch in the form of a register.

The disposal of the carcass of Wild Pigs so hunted will. be done after
completing a Panchanama by the Sarpanch by burying them under the
sround in presence of village elders and the forest staff of the area. While
burying, lime powder shall be sprinkied on the carcass for quick
decomposition.

The Gram Panchayat shall be responsible for providing location, and related
expenditure for disposal of the carcasses of the Wild Pigs hunted under
permission given by the Gram Panchayat Sarpanch.

One of the signatories of the Panchanama for disposal of Wild Pigs killed shall
essentially be a forest staff having jurisdiction over the area. A copy of
Panchanama will be submitted to the Forest Range Officer immediately by
the ‘Gram Panchayat Sarpanch who shall maintain a record of all the
carcasses disposed in the form of a register. No part of the hunted Wild Pigs
like meat, skin, tush, trophy etc. shall be used or consumed by aiy person.
The Forest Range Officer shall furnish information on the Wild Pigs killed and
disposed in his area every month to the DFO/FDO concerned, who in turn
shall submit a monthly report to Chief Wildlife Warden. o '
The responsibility for injuries, loss to human life or damage to property
caused knowingly or unknowingly in connection with the shooting of Wild
Pigs shall rest solely with the person / persans who is / are shootipg the
Wild Pigs. The Forest Department shall not be responsible for the same.

The powers delegated by the Chief Wildlife Warden to the Gram Panchayat
Sarpanches are limited only to issuing permission for hunting of Wild Pigs
and disposal of the carcasses and the same shall be valid for a period of one
year from the date of issue of the order.

The conditions stipulated in the Govt. orders and in this reference shall be
strictly followed. For any violation, the individual(s) responsible shall be
liable for Penal Action under Section 51 of WLPA, 1970.

and Reserve Forest areas and to authorize the Chief Wildlife Warden to delegate

The person identified shall be an expert
shooter and own a rifle powerfu! enough and capable of killing a
Wild Pig.

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{v) While hunting the Wild Pigs permitted by the Sarpanch, care shall
be taken by the shooters to ensure that nc other animal, human
beings are killed or injured and no human property is destroyed or
damaged. The Wild Pigs which are damaging agriculture/
Horticultural standing crops only shali be hunted. No Wild Pigs in
Protected Areas, reserved forests areas and other Government lands
shall be hunted.

(vi)! A copy of the permission given by the Grama Sarpanch to hunt Wild
Pigs specifying the numbers shall be provided to the FBO / FSO/FRO
concerned.

(vii) The dispasal of the carcass of Wild Pigs so hunted will be done after
completing a Panchanama by the Sarpanch and burying them under
the ground in presence of the forest staff of the area. Oneibf the
signatories of the Panchanama for disnosal of Wild Pigs killed will be
the forest staff of the area. A capy of Panchanama will be submitted
to the Forest Range Officer immediately. No part of the hunted Wild
P:gs like meat, skin, tushes, trophy etc. will be used by any perscn.
