ORDER

As per the Government Orders read as 15 to 4™ above, Government have
delegated to the Finance (Inspection Non-Technical) Department the authority
to conduct inspections (both surprise and routine) at various Government
Offices, PSUs, Local Self Government Institutions, Co-operative Institutions,
Autonomous Bodies, Universities, Grant-in-Aid Institutions and other similar
institutions. Later, further instructions had been issued as per the GOs read as
5t and 6™ above to give statutory backing for such inspections. Subsequently
the GOs read as 5™ and 6™ above were cancelled, vide the GO read as 7t
- above.

II. Pursuant to the cancellation of the GOs read as 5% and 6™ above,
Government hereby issue the following orders.

1. The Finance Inspection (NT) Wing (FIW) will be competent to conduct
surprise inspection on records pertaining to the following aspects in the
Government offices, PSUs, Local Self Government Institutions, Co-
operative Institutions, Autonomous Bodies, Universities, Grant-in-Aid
Institutions or any agency funded by Government or financed by
grants, loans or advances from the Consolidated Fund of the State.



a. Forms, statements and reports enshrined in the codified\

provisions of financial management notified by the Government.
. Financial transactions.
Procurement of high value goods, works and services.
. Entitlements of employees.
. Revenue generation.
Cash handling.
. Instances of misappropriation or fraud.
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. Compliance with extant instructions on financial management.
Use of vehicles.

The Head of Office shall furnish all records sought in writing by the
FIW.

_Observations of the FIW shall be furnished as Inspection Queries to the
Head of Office being inspected. The reports shall be finalised after
taking into account the reply, if any, furnished by the Head of Office.
The reports of serious nature with recommendations of disciplinary
action, recovery of money or further vigilance enquiry shall be
approved by the Finance Secretary after circulating the report to
Minister for Finance . '

. Based on inspections, the FIW will recommend best practices for
financial efficiency.

The recommended actions in the Inspection Report shall be
expeditiously acted upon by the Administrative Department(AD)/
Agency/Institutions. The AD/Agency/Institutions shall take appropriate
disciplinary actions in cases of grave irregularities such as
misappropriation and fraud and appropriate actions in other cases. AD
shall ensure that such action is taken within 30 days of the receipt of
the Inspection Report.

.Irregularities  requiring investigation by the Vigilance/Police
Departments will be acted accordingly by the AD/Agency/ Institutions.

. Any loss of public money reported will be recovered from the Agency or
the responsible public servant, after following due process.

"The AD shall transmit a report of action taken to the Finance
Department (FD) within two months of receipt of the Inspection Report.
All pending actions will be reviewed by the FD quarterly.

. Contents of the report shall not be released to any third party before
finalization of Inspection Report.

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A Committee chaired by Secretary Finance, Secretary of the AD and
the Head of Department shall be competent to review representations
against the FIW report or actions taken.

Conduct of inspection shall not prevent statutory audit conducted by
the C&AG under the DPC Act, and that by Kerala State Audit
Department.

The Government in the FD will separately issue detailed Standard
Operating Procedure (SOP) to conduct financial inspections from time
to time.

III. Necessary amendments to the Kerala Financial Code Volume-I will be

issued separately.
