KIIFB has been mandated to execute those projects which are either announced through
the Budget Speech presented by the M(fin) before the Legislative Assembly or approved
through the decision of the Council of Ministers. Accordingly, the projects submitted to
KIIFB are being subjected to comprehensive technical evaluation and corrective action.

Even after such elaborate exercises, some projects cannot be made viable for KIIFB
funding, and such projects are usually excluded from KIIFB funding.

The following are some of the projects which do not qualify for implementation under
KIIFB funding, due to technical reasons mentioned below:

The Executive Director visited the site of the project mentionéd on 20/09/2021 and made the
following observations and recommendations:

The project road comes under low volume road category. As per the site condition it seems that a
road with intermediate carriage way is required. It is recommended that this road is to be improved
with 10m RoW and 7m carriageway for stretch from Kappimala to Alakode road ie Ch 6/000 to Ch
14/387. Balance stretch is not possible to be improved as per the required specification due to steep
longitudinal gradient. The road needs to be completely re-aligned for any improvement as per KIIFB
specification. _

In view of above you are requested to submit revised DPR to limit the improvement of the road from

Kappimala to Alakode at the earliest.

The project ro_'éd_ comes under low volume road category where required RoW is not available in
most of the portions of the road. As the road is in steep terrain; side protection works are required
along the I'en'gth of the roa‘d.'Ther_efore, improving this road with the proposal submitted to KIIFB
seems not feasible, as per KIIFB/ IRC norms . Hence it is suggested 1o drop the project from KIIFB

funding.
A report in this regard is solicited at the earliest.
