ORDER

In the Budget Speech 2017-18 Rs.350 crore has been earmarked for
Betterment of facilities in 52 Govt. Arts and science colleges including 5  heritage
colleges, under special investment package utilizing funds generated through Kerala
Infrastructure Investment Fund Board (KIIFB). However, in compliance with the
announcement of a comprehensive ‘Special Investment Package’ in the Revised Budget
Speech (2016-17) government have initiated steps for providing basic facilities in 48
Government Arts & Science Colleges, 07 Government Engineering Colleges, 09
Government Polytechnic Colleges and to convert the 5 heritage Colleges into Centers of
Excellence by utilizing funds generated through Kerala Infrastructure Investment Fund

Board (KIIFB).

2. As per the above proposal an amount of Rs. 425 crores has been earmarked
for creating premium basic facilities in 48 Government Arts & Science Colleges @
Rs.8.85 crores per college, Rs. 75 crore earmarked for 7 Government Engineering
Colleges, Rs. 50 crores for Government Polytechnic Colleges and Rs. 150 crores to
transform University College, Thiruvananthapuram, Maharajas College Ernakulam,

found feasible, utilising the amount provided as per the budget announcement for the
current financial year.

3. In the above circumstances, Government are pleased to order that the
" following additional allotments shall be incorporated in the announcement made as per
para 186 of the budget speech for the current financial year, for converting Government
Colleges into Centers of Excellence using funds from KIIFB;

a) An additional amount of Rs. 75 Crores shall be allotted for the development of
48 Govt.

b) Rs. 75 Crores shall be Allotted for development of Seven Engineering Colleges

Thrissur)
d) Rs. 50 Crores shall be earmarked for the development of Polytechnic Colleges

instructed to identify the newly started colleges where requirement of land is an
immediate necessity. The Director of Collegiate Education shall take steps to identify
suitable land for the Colleges in consultation with the College Principal and other stake
holders and report the same to the District Collector for obtaining the concurrence of
