1996-1997. At present the school has 1100 students studying in classes | to Xl

NTPC has informed the Kendriya Vidyalaya Sangathan about its decision to terminate
school sponsorship due to financial constraints. NTPC has also requested Kendriya Vidyalaya
Sangathan not to take any fresh admission for the academic session 2021-2022.

Under the circumstances, considering the future of currently enrolled 1100 students. as
well as those aspiring to get admission in this KV, Government of Kerala has decided to reqguest
Ministry of Education, Government of India, to take necessary steps to convert NTPC Kendriya
Vidyalaya into a Civil Sector Kendriya Vidyalaya and to retain the Kendriya Vidyalaya inside
NTPC campus and direct the NTPC to take admission for the academic session 2021-2022. till a
permanent alternative arrangement is made.

I would like to draw your attention to the issues relating to the functioning
of Kendriya Vidyalaya within the campus of NTPC, Kayamkulam, Kerala.

As you are aware, the Kendriya Vidyalaya at NTPC, Kayamkulam has been
functioning since the academic year 1999-2000. It is having classes from
Standard 1 to XII and student strength of the school is 710. The School was
established as a Project School to cater to the educational needs of the wards of
NTPC employees and CISF Personnel. Now NTPC has decided to terminate the
Agreement/Sponsorship entered in to between K V Sangathan and NTPC and
requested not to make fresh admissions and to transfer alll the students studying
in the KV to neighbouring Schools. This is against the interest of the State
Government and students studying in the school. It may also bring to your kind
notice that in a Writ filed against this move by Shri.Ramesh Chennithala M L A,
the Hon'ble High Court of Kerala has directed to maintain the status-quo until
the shifiting of the school in a phased manner.

Considering the future of the students currently enrolled, I woud request
your personal intervention in the matter to shift the Kendriya Vidyalay from
Project Sector to Civil Sector and for continuance of the Vidyalaya till a final

decision in this matter is arrived. M N
