3 As per CRIF guidelines issued my Ministry vide circular No.

RW}NH/15017/46/2018-P&M dated 31.01.2020, the Government of Kerala shall accord
Administrative Approval for such projects included in the list of project finalized by the
Ministry as per para 2 above.

4, The Technical approval & financial sanction (TA & FS) of the work shall be
accorded by the executing agency concerned, in the State/UT and there shall not be any
change in scope of work.

5. It shall be ensured that the individual project in the above list is technically
approved, financially sanctioned (TA & FS) within a period of four months from the date
of administrative approval of the work failing which the works shall be deemed to have
been de-sanctioned, unless the executive agency obtained prior approval of the State
Govt granting extension of validity of the administrative approval.

6. No excess in cost beyond 10% of the amount administratively approved for that
proposal will be permissible. Any excess over 10% will have to be arranged by State
Government from their own resources. No revised estimate will be considered in this
scheme. Audit shall admit expenditure on the basis of technically approved and
financially sanctioned estimate by the Competent State/UT authority.

7. The standard design and specification of the works shall follow the relevant
guidelines,codes,IRC specifications etc. and the period of completion of project should
not exceed 36 months for Hill States and 24 months for other States including the
period for tendering, unless permitted by the State Govt.

8.  As the BOS ratio is more than 3, additional financial implication, if any, beyond
the entitled fund allocation shall be fully borne by the State Government.

9. The execution of the works, progress reporting and review shall be strictly as per
the CRIF guidelines dated 30.01.2020.

10. The quarterly progress report, expenditure report and utilization certificate of
all the CRIF works should be furnished in the prescribed proforma to the Ministry not

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later than 15 days from the date ending of each quarter as specified in CRIF guidelines..

11. The State Government shall ensure the completion of works within the stipulated

gme a(\jnd shall submit completion certificate immediately after completion duly vetted
y Audit.

12. . V\(hile according technical and financial sanction, it may be ensured that the
contingencies, works charged establishment and quality control charges are as per
Ministry's guidelines.

13. Furthermore, all the guidelines issued by Ministry vide Circular No.
RW/NH/15017/46/2018-P&M dated 31.01.2020 regarding “Criteria for allocation of funds
for development of State Roads under the CRIF Act, 2000” shall be adhered to and
necessary action taken in this regards shall be intimated to Ministry from time to time.
