Greetings from Kerala.

| write BHS28€0& Y invite your kind attention to the issues related to
diversion of water not in accordance with the Parambikulam Aliyar Project
(PAP) agreement. It has been brought to my notice that Government of
Tamil Nadu has issued an order by the Water Supply and Administration
Department dated May 9, 2022, sanctioning Rs. 930 crore for water supply
schemes to various places like Oddanchatrami, Keeranur, Neikarapatty by
drawing water from Aliyar river through construction of a link canal. This is
in violation of the PAP agreement.

As per the PAP agreement, Kerala is entitled to get 7.25 TMC water for
the Chifoor river basin from Manacadavu weir. For ensuring the
environmental flow of Bharatapuzha also, release of 7.25 TMC water is
necessary. The new proposal of the Government of Tamil Nadu will result in
diversion of water from Aliyar river and also all the floodwater to places
other than in Bharatapuzha basin, which is already a deficit basin.

| request your urgent intervention to ensure that the provisions of the
inter-State agreement with regard to release and utilisation of water
inctuding flood water are not contravened. Kind necessary -directions to
retract from proceeding further as per Government-order aforesaid, which
go against the PAP agreement, may be given at the earliest.

Even though the.state of Kerala is entitled to receive this
much .quantity during every water year, the actual
quantity‘?received at Manacadavu weir during

several water year falls short of the entitled

quantity,

Out of 51 water years (from water years 1970-71 to 2020-
21); the agreement quantity of 7.25 TMC ft was supplied
during 34 Water years. The average quantity of water
. realised at Manacadavu weir for the last 51 water years
~(i.e from 1970-71 to 2020-21) is -10.869 TMC ft. The
average quantity of water accepted at Ménacadavu weir
for the above period is 7.162 TMC ft. The - average

quantlty of unutilised water for the above period is 3.707
TMC ft.

+ The entitled quantity of 7.25 TMC ft alone is not
sufficient -tomée't irrigation, drinking water and

other requirements including those quantities




required to maintain E-flow (Environmental flow)

in Chitturpuzha stretch of Bharathapuzha. In this
context the State of Kerala has been demanding a hike
in the entitled quantity at Manacadavu weir in the PAP

agreement review meetings.

Any further diversion of water from Aliyar may
significantly affect even the E -flow requirements in

Bharathapuzha.

The new proposal for which the administrative sanction
is accorded is intended to draw water from the Aliyar
river and to divert to different parts of Tamil Nadu
(Dindigul and Tiruppur districts), most of which are not

even in Bharathapuzha basin.

It is very important that both Dindigul and Tiruppur
districts are coming under Cauvery Basin and
Tamil Nadu has been allotted water undér CwDT

award.

~If ?ny water gets diverted as mentioned above, it would

adversely affect the water management in PAP system.
This proposal is totally against the spirit of the PAP

agreement and violation of the norms stipulated in the

agreement.



repeatedly to the Chief Engineer, WRD/PWD Coimbatore

As per Schedule IV Para 2 of PAP agreement, it is clearly
stated that “Free access shall be given by either State to
the officers authorized by the Government of the other

State to all dams and apburtenant structures covered by
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this agreement ;:onstructed and maintained by them and
also to all the records relating to the maintenance and
operation of such dams and structures,constructed,
under eonstruction and to be constructed”. Thus Kerala

has every right to get all the information about

aproject envisaged from Aliyar river as source.

This kind of water withdrawal from the Aliyar River will
hamper the flow of water to Kerala, especially the

summer flow.

Apart from that a link canal is also constructed by
Tamil Nadu in Cauvery basin to connect the PAP system

with canal of Uppar Dam in Dharapuram Taluk.

This link canal has a length of 4.00 km which is fully
lined along its entire length and with regulating

arrangements at the takeoff points.

This link canal is constructed as an .extension of
Ponna’puram Pudur branch canal (which takes off from
t}dumalpet canal originating from Thirumoorthy Dam).
On local ievel enquiry, it was learnt that, water had not

been conveyed through it since its construction.

The link canal jdiris with the Right Bank canal taking off
from the Uppar Dam.




Tamil Nady side has nof shared the DPR of this
completed link cana] work even after repeated requests

from Kerala.

If any water gets diverted to Uppar canal in Cauvery
basin, it would adversely affect the water management

in PAP system.

It is to be noted that the above action is a serious
violation of PAP Agreement as it does not allow any
inter basin - transfer between PAP and Cauvery basins.
The State of Kerala is not receiving its entitled quantity
as per agreement in many of the water years. Qut of 51

water years, Tamil Nadu had fulfilled all the PAP

Agreement conditions only in 6 water years.

amounting to serious violation of the PAP Agreement
conditions , I would like to request for your ur.gent full

intervention in the matter and if you could please:-

(i) direct the pfﬁcials concerned from your side to share
the DZféliled Project Report and allied documents and
to take necessary steps to refrain from ahy further
action regarding the implementation of the said

scheme, as per G.0.(Ms.) No.66 dated 09.05.2022.
