provided under rule 115(7) of the Central Motor Vehicles rules, 1989 shall be
done by a testing station authorized by the State Government for the purpose
under a license issued by the Regional Transport Officer.

certificate shall be for a period of six months.

Dutics of the Licence

The licencee
1. shall display the license, the standards prescribed for pollutants and normal

working hours of the testing station at a prominent place in the premises of

the testing station,

shall not alter the place of business specified in the licence without the prior

approval of the Regional Transport Officer.

3. keep the premises open during the working hours for inspection by an
officer not below the rank of Motor Vehicles Inspector or any other officer
authorized in this behalt and afford such facilities as are reasonable for
inspection by sections officers.

Appeals

l. Anv person aggrieved by an order of the Regional Transport Officer under
para 7 may. within 30 days from the date of the order, appeal to the Deputy
I'ransport Commissioner of the concerned Zone. who shall dispose of the
appeal after giving the appellants an opportunity for being heard.

2. Any person aggrieved by the order fo the Deputy Transport Commissioner
under para 10 may within 30 days from the date of receipt of such order
prefer a revision petition before the Transport Commissioner and the
Regional Transport Commissioner may after giving notice to the petitioner.
dispose such revision petition within a period of 2 months from the date of
reccipt of such petition.

Issue of Certificate

|. The licencee shall conduct the emission test and issue the "Pollution under
control” certificate with six months validity in the form E1TS8C.
(a) on the request of the vehicle owner
(h) when the vehicle is being directed under rule, 116(1) of Central
