A sum of I49.315 crore has been set aside for electrification works in the State, which
include 2.265 crore for Ernakulam-Thiruvananthapuram, including Thiruvananthapuram -
Kanyakumari (427 km), X28.33 crore for Shoranur-Nilambur, and X18.72 crore for Kollam
- Punalur stretch.

Further, 90 stations in the Southern Railway (15 stations per division) have been identified
for major upgradation under the Amrit Bharat Station Scheme. Chengannur, Thrissur,
Kozhikode, Varkala, and Thiruvananthapuram stations will benefit.
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
