ORDER

In a major boost to safeguard the Sporting fraternity and outdoor Sports
events on outdoor play grounds or surfaces to ensure the safety of turfs and
specialized outdoor playing -surfaces either built/established under KIIFB
funding or State Budget, and/or controlled and operated by the Department of
Sports and Youth Affairs (or any organization under its administrative control)
by regulating the conduct of non-sports events on such outdoor sports surfaces,
the following guidelines are issued for regulating the conduct of Non-Sports
Events on Outdoor Play Surfaces under the Department of Sports and Youth

Affairs.

Applicability

These are applicable to the following outdoor sports surfaces:
1) Tracks-Artificial synthetic tracks for sports like athletics and
cycling made using either concrete or polymeric rubber.

2)  Turfs — Artificial turfs having short pile carpet style surface (for

hockey) or long pile synthetic grass (for football). Natural turfs with sprinkler
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systems having specific type of manicured natural grass grown for playing

specific sports.

3) Courts - Outdoor courts, made using synthetic rubber,
polyurethane, acrylic, vinyl, polymeric rubber, tarmacadam and artificial
grass , particularly for sports like basketball and tennis.

Conditions on Utilization of Qutdoor Play Surfaces

If any outdoor stadium or outdoor sports surface has been constructed/
upgraded/ renovated utilizing funds from Department of Sports & Youth
Affairs, with an event organizer having the intention to conduct/host/lease out
the play area (with specialized sports surface) for a non-sports event, it shall
be done only with the prior approval of the Government, subject to the

following conditions:

i) Any such request for usage of outdoor stadium or outdoor sports
surface for a non sports event shall be submitted to the Government at least 21

days prior to the conduct of the event.

ii) Non sports event requiring more than 24 hours of continuous use

for its conduct shall not be permitted.

iii)  Vehicles should not be permitted to drive or park on the synthetic

surface or on the natural turf.

iv) Fireworks or any type of pyro technique presentations shall not be

permitted.

v)  Adequate precautions like spreading synthetic carpets/ wooden
planks/pre- manufactured turf protection mats/ Geo-textile blanket on
synthetic track/wooden flooring/Astro turf shall be laid in the play field for the
conduct of events. The natural grass turf shall not be kept covered for more
than 24 hours and should be of translucent quality which promotes

photosynthesis when used to cover natural grass.

vi)  No eatables and beverages shall be allowed in the play area.

vii)  Gums, use of any substance causing chemical reaction shall not be

allowed .

viii) Digging of earth for erection of posts, anchoring etc shall not be

allowed within the play area.

ix)  Proper cleaning of the play area shall be ensured soon after the

conduct of the program/event.

X) Only removable marking/tapes on the grounds/field of play

(court) are permissible which do not leave behind any signs.

xi)  Cleaning and scavenging of areas booked/being utilized, will be
the responsibility of the organizer and the same will be handed over to stadium

management in a neat and clean state after the program.
xii) No pets are permitted inside the Complex.

xiii) An advance amount which would be enough to cover the
anticipated losses shall be obtained from the organizer prior to letting out the
facility.

xiv) The organizer will submit a site plan containing all the details of
the additional structures like stage/seating arrangement etc. Before the

preparation of the event/programme.

XV) Estimates for any loss/damage to stadium
infrastructure/fittings/installations during the booking period will be prepared
by the Stadium Operator, and the same should be recovered from the

Organizer.

xvi) The event organizer shall monitor the volume level of sirens,
public address systems, starting guns etc for impact on surrounding users and
residents and it should not be a nuisance to others. Permitted events should
not be involved in any activity causing a public disturbance (such as public

obscenity, nudity, foul language etc.)
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xvii) The event organizer shall ensure that there is an incident response
plan in place in event of a disaster or an emergency and all risks associated

with the conduct of the event are mitigated and managed.

2) Government can revoke the permission for the conduct of any
event any time if it so deems fit. The conditions laid down shall be complied
with strictly and shall be incorporated into any MoU or Agreement that the
Department of Sports &Youth Affairs enters into with any other party for the

establishment of a sports infrastructure facility
3)  Director, Sports and Youth Affairs will take necessary action in this

regard.
