16. Shri. Anilkumar, Administrative Assistant under suspension, was summoned through

telephone twice by the Committee, but did not respond.
The committee analyzed the possible accessible information and details as an
emergency investigation considering the seriousness of the issue and After detailed
deliberations [including reviewing the CCTV Footage], the Committee arrived at the
following conclusions «

1. S5ri. Shri. Anilkumar. A, the Administrative Assistant under suspension, appears to have
definite invalvement in the present developments, with criminal intentions. He abpears
to be involved in the planning, execution and the attémpts to cover-up ofthe
malpractice of Issuance of the false Birth Certificate with a deliberate intent .Whether
similar incidents have occurred or masterminded by him also needs to be Investigated .
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2. Smt. Rehana, the employee of the Municipality posted in the KIOSK, has the
involvement of a suspicious nature. She has not reported the case at the first instance
-and has helped Shri. Anilkumar to enter the details of a bir_Th register andget the
required data. She also mdnipulated the Register in the Medical records library. There is

a definite amount of deliberate involvement and initial denial of the whole process
when interrogated by the college investigations needs further probing. ,

3. The extent of the malpractice by [1] & [2] warrants detailed investigation by an
appropriate agency to check if any similar incidents have occurred in the past.

4. The Duty M.O stated that the signature in the Birth Certificate Data Sheet is forged.

5. The Principal and the Medical Superintendent have acted diligently and promptly as .-
soon as the incident was brought to their notice and Medical superintendent promptly
did a pre inve}stigatioﬁ and referred the incident to the Principal on Feb 2" itself . That
action should be considered as commendable and the action taken by the principal is
found to pr"ecise and clear. There was no system lapse from the higher office .

6. The Committee wishes to point out some potential areas in the system where better
caution may be exercised:

i. The Blrth Registration Forms may be serially numbered. There are no pumbers
assugned at present. The forrns should not be handed over to anyone from the
labour room without a proper request. There should not be any delay in the
immediate report of any mismatch of the farms or the details entered.

ii.  Name and Designation of the Medical Officers in the documents may be insisted.
As of now, only the signatures are found.All birth forms should ideally bear the
official Name-stamp of duty doctors

iii. ~ Data uploaded and the Birth Certificates issued by the KIOSK personnel are not
cross checked with the Labour Room and MRL Records. As a result, there is a
definite possibility that a KIOSK official can issue a Birth Certificate without any
significant cross checking.

iv.  Most of the employees performing the crucial steps of the Birth Certificate
issuance [like data collection, data entry, correction, uploadi ing, printing and
issuance] are Temporary Staff. This makes the system vulnerable to malpractice.
